Dover, N. J., June 13, 1890.
Everybody knows of the sad and often
ludicrous straits to which the government
of the late Confederacywas put to provide
the necessary gunpowder for carrying on
the war of the rebellion.

And the Rus-
sian Czar fairly writhes at the universal
public indignation in the United Stated
over his devilish treatment of exiles in
Siberia. The tremendous increase of
naval and other armament by these
may mean prolonged European war. It
might mean a combined attempt by
European powers, on the slightest pre-
text of American offense, to simultane-
ously destroy every city upon the At-
lantic and Pacific coast.
“Asgide from this possible danger, there
is. and combined with it, a danger near-
er home, The South American republics
whose progress and ‘material increase
has for the past quarter of a century
been almost as phenomenal as your own,
are plainly restive: under North Ameri-
can diplomatic’ dominance. This -was
made clear in countless wa%s during the
Pan-American 'he develop-
ment of these countries has been largely
due to English, Duteh, German and
ish capital. Europeanstatecraft has
directed this. It has also cultivated
werful animosities against the United
tates. Once let the latter make a
downright quarrel over the ‘Munros doc-
tine,’ attempt the annexation of Canada
or Cuba or in any manner become offen-
sively involved in South American com-
plications, and, many European military
authorities believe and secretly prophesy,
every Ameriean port would, in fifteen
days, be as effectively closed as though
hermetically sealed.!” i
Now this is rank European pessimism,
though the apparent honest conviction
of a militarist in the service of a friendly
wer. But admitting that along this
ine of possibility there is something
worthy of reflection ; indeed, supposing
that, relying upon the.disgraceful con-
dition of our coast defenses, and the re-
diculous cipher our ‘“navy” represents
in international influence ; combined
foreign enemies should force just this
sort of a dilemma. Our ports in the
possession of invaders, our very integral
cohesiveness endangered, and all recourse
to the remainder of the world destroyed,
how far would characteristic national
vanity ;boasting and assertiveness go to-
ward mending the fatal folly of sup-|
ineness concerning sensible preparation
against such annihilative calamity? We
have patriotism, oceans of it. We have|
men, millions of them. We have found-
ries, iron, steel, cannon, small arms;
commissaries and transportation. Cer-
tainly; numberless and incalculable. But
all this would not avail if we had no
powder, or nitre for making powder; and
considerations pretty close to those hint-
ed at above have led our military author-
ities, through our Ordnance Department,to
adopt a policy of gradual storage of bot!
powder and nitre on 8o vast a scale, as
will, in itself, carry at all times an excel-
lently rounded and most potent argument
against any foreign attempt at invasion.
Previous to the discovery of the vast
nitre beds in Peru, our ehief source of
supply was in Germany, where the sub-
stanece was extensively manufactured
from various forms of decomposing
organic matter, from offal and urine, and
also in an indifferent degree, through
the lixiviation or filtering of certain soils.
Such earth is found to some extent in
limestone caves in this country notably
in Mammoth Cave, Kentucky, and Big
Bone Cave in Tennessee. But this in-
different supply, which at times has
forced the value of powder to outrageous
prices, has been totally lost sight of since
the South American nitrate-beds were
discovered, and the era of “nitrate-kings,”
one of whom is now building a wonder-
ful palace in England, began. Several
hundred square miles of pure mineral
saltpetre exist, and have for a few years
past been mined, in the province of Tar-
apaca, in Peru. The stuff is actually

the entire world for a period of up-
wards of 4,000 years! Thatis why all
grades of gunpowder are purchasable so
cheaply to-day, and never can again be-
come expensive, unless foreign compli-
cations should result in closing our ports.
Our government is simply providently
taking advantage of favorable conditions
to secure and store such quantities as
will render us independent of any ex-
igency ible for human care to fore-
stall. " Nine million pounds have already
been purchased at prices ranging from
twelve to eight cents per pound; and
each year hereafter other millions of
pounds will be added to the tremendoas
quantity already in hand.

In the latter part of the seventies the
wisdom of provision for some such great
powder and nitre reserve became so
patent to the authorities at Washington
that it was decided one should be es-
tablished at or near the Atlantic sea-
board. The question of éxact location
then presented many difficulties.
Contiguity to land and naval necessities,
a point of sufficient natural stragetic
gituation to render it defensible, means
of transportation and quick communi-
cation, and above all asite sufficently
removed from the actual sea coast to
eliminate the ravaging %effects of sea-air
humidity upon stores, had all to be taken
into account. Southwestern Connecticut,
southeastern New York, eastern New
Jersey, and Long Island were all thor-
oughly explored by representatives of the
Ordnance Department, and a site, 700

selected in the elevated Picatinny Valley
lying in the

feet above the sea level, was at last

emi any one of which cannotstand
upwards of two miles from all the others
such artillery could be planted as would
command every rood of the Depot
ounds as we!ll as any near aﬁproach to
them from the south,or to the horse-shoe
shaped encircling crests of half-mountain
hills. One cannot. but at the same time
reflect that any foreign enemy could en-
ter New York harbor, practically unop-
posed, and by rapid use of the railway,
or even by forced march, possess, fortify
and defend for hi§ own use this gigantic
store against our own most desperate
valor; and, finally, if compelled to aban-
don his position, with a half dozen well
directed shells, ex{;lode and destroy
every vestige of the Picatinny Depot.
The entrance to the grounds along the
government road is guarded by immense
iron gates. Their design is striking and
unique. Huge cannon form the four
posts supporting the gates. Their breech-
es rest in immense granite blocks, and
cannon balls placed on their muzzles form
most suggestive caps ; while the splendid
wrought iron gates are paneled and em-
blazoned with the insignia of the Ord-
nance Department, consisting of crossed
cannon and cannon balls. To the left of
this imposing entrance a massive granite
wall sweeps straight across the narrow
valley from base to base of mountains.
The view across the enclosed level plain
is a singular blending of natural beauty
and forbidding austerity. The well-kept
grounds are shaven and neat.  The hand-
some official buildings, employee’s quart-
ers, guard and engine houses, are bright
and fine. The splendid rim of chestnut
groves at the base of the mountains, with
the imposing line of gleaming red
rocks above, and the mountain crests
covered with firs and _ spruce
cutting a fine borizon edge against the
sky, are filled with rich and Ficturesqua
beauty. But those long, low, dark
structures, solitary and alone, in seem-
ingly the most remote places, have a
weird suggestiveness, giving a most
forbidding aspect to a scene otherwise
perfect in exquisite beauty and repose.
Altogether, few structures are required.
There is the gnard house, a square brick
building with granite trimmings and
heavy battlemented walls, in which, ap-
parently to render the place easy of de-
struction, there is never any guard ; the
engine house containing a fine engine,
and nobody to man it; the command-
ant’s office, a fine commodious building
with large offices for the commandant,
Maj Frank H. Phipps, of the Ordnance
Department, who has been in charge
since August, 1887, and the Depot's
chief clerk, Mr. Robert W. Hughes; the
keeper’s house, the stables, the tool-
house and the workmen’s quarters.
These with the powder magazines them-
selves and the tall flagstaff and regula-
tion flag flying from its head, comprise
everything within the entire valley to
suggest the tremendous import of it oc-
cupancy.
It was at first intended to erect ten
magazines within the grounds, but the
number was subsequently limited to five
<o that each could be placed at least a
half mile from any other, in order to re-
duce the danger from explosion. The
first was built in 1880-81, under the direc-
tion of Maj. E. H. Parker, of the n-
ance Corps, then in charge. Four are
completed and in use for storage, while
the massive foundations for the fifth are
already in. They are practically alike,

50 feet. The central piers and founda-
tions are of granite, Jquarried from the
near mountain sides; and the 24-inch
walls above are hollow and provided with
apertures for free circulation of air during
a few hours ofsunny days. The ceilings
are low, of corrugated iron,laid on wought
iron trusses, forming low attics above.
The interiors—floors, walls, ceilings, iron
door-frames and supporting iron pillars
—are all sheathed as perfectly as a ship’s
deck with yellow pine; while each are
provided with two doors and eight win-
dows, hung with solid inside shutters of
pine, and two outer sets of solid wrought
iron shutters. Those of the doors, and of
the ventilators which open from the out-
side, are lined with halfan jinch of soft
rubber. All the magazines are protected
from lightning in the ;most thorough man-
ner, one being provided with an aerial
net-work of conductors on lofty ~poles
carrying cables and forming a continuous
circuit above and around the entire build-
ing. No human being is perimtted to
enter a magazine unless barefooted or
with rubbers over his boots or shoes.
Side tracks from the Morris County Rail-
road run to each magazine and every
barrel of powder is handled on rubber-
covered-skids,or trucks with wheels tired
with soft rubber. Once within the maga-
zines there are only the seemingly end-
less tiers of barrels of powder, or boxes
of nitre, the polished ceilings, sides and
floors in view ; but no one can escape the
sense of awe at the reflection of what one
little spark in such a place could unloose.
Nearly a half million of dollars has been
expended upon the depot. About 1.350,-
000 pounds of powder, chiefly of an
experimental variety, and 6,000,000 of
the total of 9,000,000 pounds of nitre now
possesssed by the United® States, are
stored in this maginificent depot for
the Atlantic seaboard. And yet there is
but one keeper and three or four laborers
to protect these, under certain conditions

riceless properties. Picatinny Powder
Depot should be made a regular army
post, the artillery bristling upon the
heights, an adequate body of infan-
try encamped in the valley below,
and no human being, sale under
proper authority and surveillance,
should ever be permitted to enter
the tract. As itis, any personin the pay
of foreign military secret service can
prowl about it; a half dozen determined
men could take possession of it; and any
one rampant Socialist or luminous crank
could effect its absolute annihilation.
