Viemna, via Londler Dec. {6—The
‘Nens Frie Presse” publishes an inter-
view with the German Field Marshal
von Hindenburg at his quarsers which

fare deseribed an “‘being in enme of the

most important peints of the line of
defence which Russia had established

Jagsinst Germany.”

The Field Marshal began, in reply
to & remark conegrning his popularity
axd his eventual triumphal eatry in-
to Borlin, by saying laughingly:

“I am|already frightened about it
I do met like to be feted. Cineimatus,
who ieturned to the plough, is =
beautiful figure. However, my sntry
into Berlin will not come so quickly.

Field Marshal ven Hindemburg eriti
cized the French demamds, praticular-
1y that relating to AlsacesLorraine
“If they want it,” he smd, “they
should come and get it.”

“The  British,” he eentinued,
“appear also to have decided to cou-
tinwe the war, Itis true that reports
come from India that ought te dam-
pen the British lust for war somewhat,:
but ome must wait and see whether
the reports are eorroborated. Gieat
Britain has her Achilles tendon, I am
referring alene to India. ; .

“In Russia also the Emperor and
Government plaiuly desire the zon-
tinuation of the war. The most re-
markable thimg is that all these
nations de net ere they are only
saerificing - themselves for Great
Britain. At does net look like peace.
and so Germany cannet sheathe her
sword,”

The Field Marshal declared that
every German weuld rejeise if an end
were put to the terrible bleod-letting,
but that Germany ‘must carry on the
war whieh was foreed on ker,
Questioned concerning the military
situation, the Field Marshal said:
“Our tactical position is excellent.
Especially in the east the German «r-
my bas reached the moss faverable

_| strategic positien conceivable.”

He assested that the Russian hun.an
material was was much poerer than
the first year of the war; that Russia
ecould fill the gap witn the riserves
‘mow mustered, but could met ferm
new armies The laek of offledrs was
alee a hindrance, '

The Russian assértions that their de
feats in July and August were due to
lack of anuunitien were Jonly excuses,
said the Field Marshal, whe added;
“Thers are no signe thet the demer-
alization of the Russian army observ-
ed then has been oversorae, .
He said he did uot expect anether
Ruesian offensive, but was ready for
ene, The nature of the warfare had
made the war one of ammuaition, The
extensien of warfare all over Europe
was a danger for Napeleen and the
reason of his fall, said the German
commander, but it played me rels in
the present eonfliet, in view of
modern railway facilities. MNe con-
cluded by saying: -

“I should be especially pleased at
the destructive defeat of the Italians.
This war must not end withous the
three principal sinners, Great Britain,
Serbia and Italy, reeeiving just pun-
iskment. h
