[OCAL FIRM IS
NOT CONSIDEEED

COMPLAINT ABOUT THE
CHEMICAL ENGINE DEAL

Victoria Agents of Merrywea-
ther & Co. Are Not Given
Chance to Tender.

The action of }he council in awgrd-
ing the contract for two chemical fire
engines/ to the America-La France
Company without advertising for ten-
ders came in for some discussion at
last night's meeting of that body. The
contract was let a week ago on the
recommendation of the fire wardens
and several members of the council
not on that committee, last night ex-

pressed their disapproval of this me-
thod of doing business when they
learned that a local firm, Findlay, Dur-
ham & Brody, agents for similar appli-
ances, made by Merryweather & Co.,
of London, England, had not been given
a chance to tender for the engines. The
reason given for not ecalling for public
tenders was that the fire wardens were
anxious to secure the appliance with
the least possible delay, and the excuse
for not giving Findlay, Durham &
Brody a chance to flgure was that the
members did not know that that firm
handle them. Chief Watson was blamed
for not supplying this information.

The matter was brought up by the
following letter from Findlay, Durham
& Brodie:

We act as agents here for Messrs.
Merryweather & Sons, Limited, of Lon-
don, England, the well known suppliers
of fire appliances, and we are very sur-
prised and annoyed to hear that an order
for two horse-drawn chemicals has been
placed without our being given an oppor-
tunity to quote.”

You will remember that for about a
year past there has been a recommenda-
tion from the fire department to purchase
one of Merryweather’'s motor chemical
engines, for which we hawve at different
times, by letter and cable, secured quo-
tations and specifications, and we have
had many interviews with the fire chief
and members of the special committee
with regard to this' matter. On the last
occasion,
the order, we were particular to mention
that, while strongly advocating the pur-
chase of motor apparatus, which is be-
ing exclusively adopted by some of the
leading cities of the United Kingdom, it
made no difference tp us. inasmuch as
Merryweathers supplied both motor and
horse-drawn apparatus. The chemical
apparatus is the same in each, %and we
cammot understand why, when Merry-
weathers’ motor chemical engines were
specified for purchase, we should receive
no mnetification or invitation to tender,
when it was decided later to adhere to
horse-drawn apparatus.

We think that local firms should recelve
treatment, ;

at least fair and courteous
and that an explanation is due tpgus.
We, theréfore, Tespéctrully féquestp%ﬁdt
the matter be inquired into. - L

Maypr Hall—Shall this letter go to
the fire wardens for report?

Ald. Fullerton, chairman' of the fire
wardens—There's nothing to report.

Ald. Pauline held that there was. The
letter just read called for an explana-
tion. Personally he did not understand

the matter. He could not-see why a:

local firm, who represented the best
known. makers of fire-fighting appli-
ances in the world, should be passed
over.

Ald. Fullerton, in reply, said that the
securing of a Merryweather/ motor en-
gine, which -he considered the best
there was in the way of fire fighting
appliances, had been decided on by the
fire wardens, Recently, however, the
fire wardens had come to the conclusion
that it waould be more in the interests
of the city to secure two chemical en-
gires at once. He didn’t know at the
time that Merryweather & Co. made
horse-drawn chemicals, " and so the
cnief had been instructed to get into
communication with the La France and
Rfeagraves ‘people, the only makers of
this kind of engine that the committee
knew of, as soon.as possible and to get
figures from them for immediate de-
livery. The chief had done so, and the
contract had been let to the America-
J.a France- Company. The engines be-
ing secured were similar to the one
now in use,

Ald. Mable said .that he had not
known tHat the engines could be se-
cured through ‘a local agency, but the
writers of this letter said that the chief
knew. Why had he not told them? In
fairness to the local firm they: should
have had a chance at this contract. The
chief had led the committee to believe
'hat the two firms mentioned by Ald.
Fullerton were the only two which
made such eneines,

Ald. Hall said that tenders were call-
€d for other things required by the city
and why not for engines? The local firm
should have had the right to tender as
well as the two other firms, from which
prices had been secured. 4
Ald, "Cameron remarked that while
~ need for the engines was urgent,
&till time was always taken to call for
tenders for other things Trequired by
the city, and he could not see why a
departure from the rule was justified
In this case. The week or so that would
have been required to advertise for
tenders would not have made much
difference in their delivery.

Mayor Hall said that where the fire
wardens erred, if err they did, was the
result of the necessity of getting the
additional fire-fighting equipment here
With the least possible delay. After the
by-law to raise the money for the pur-
Dose had been passed it had been
threatened, with the result that noth-
ing could be done toward the purchase
of this equipment for thirty days. The
advisability of securing a motor engine
had been discussed, and the name of
Findlay, Durham & Brodie mentioned
3’1 conneetion with the purchase of it.
'hen the fire had occurred at ‘the Vie-
toria machinery depot, and the com-
Tittee decided that such an engine
Qulrl not be got here as soon as the
situation demanded. The committee did
h.ﬂt then know that Merryweather &
Co. supplied chemical engines such as
had. been purchased, and tenders had
been asked only from ‘the two firms.
The council had always tried to favor

th

shortly before the placing of-

local contractors when awarding ten-
ders. If' it had not been for the urgeney
of the case public tenders would Have
been called for in this instance also.
Ald, Fullerton said the committee had
been guided by the chief, when he said
that there were-only the two firms from
whom they could buy engines of this
kind, and it was a case of buying from
either one of them. Personally he would
have liked to have patronized the Old
Country firm.

lerton had acted for the best, but the
fact remained that a local firm had
been slighted. 'I‘hey should have been
given a chance to tender. They might
not have gpt the contract, but they
would then have had no reason to com-
plain, The city was getting good en-
gines, and there was no reason to kick
on that score,

Ald. Pauline closed the discussion
by rémarking that the whole ground of
Complaint was that two American firms
had been asked to tender, and people
right at home had not been given a
chance to do so,

It was decided that Findlay, Durham
& Brodie be’ informed of the facts in
connection with the case.

Later in the meeting the matter of
inviting tenders for new fire alarm
system . came up. Ald. Fullerton said
that the fire wardens had asked for
tenders: from the Gamewell and Scarr
companies, the two best companies on
the continent, but he would like to
know whether the council would like
that tenders should be advertised for
this work. There was no answer to Ald.
Fullerton’s ‘question and the matter
dropped there.

OPPOSITION-DENIES IT
OBSTRUCTED SUPPLY

Records, However, Show How
Time of Country Hase
Been Wasted.

The supply  bill of $31,309,355 put
through the House of Commens might
seem to have cleared up all dz_fﬂculty in
paying the publie service for at least
three months to come, But it has not.
On July 1st a portion of the public ser-
vice wil] be again without money; and
the opposition were well aware St this
when they refused to agree to a one-
fourth vote on dccount.

The thirty odd millions, covered by
the last supply bill is made up mainly
of the votes of such large spending de-
vartments as the post office, railways
and canals, and customs—in whigh the
collections of revenue are alsp very
large—and a one-eighth vote on ac-
count of the other departments where
the money has not been already voted.
The supply bill was the second this
season; and the total formally appro-
priated out of this year's estimates is
$47,000,000, out of which some $20,000,000
has been voted on account and remains
to be discussed when the fu]] votes arc
under consideration. So that the net
tota] of the estimates actually disposed
of is only $27,000,000.

The estimates for the year, as ex-
plained in the budget speech of the
minister of finance, are: Consolidated
fund expenditure, $76,871,471; capital ac-
count expenditure, including the Na-
( tiona] Transcontinental railway, $42,-
365,620. ' The House of Commons has yet
to discuss over $90,000,000, and to actu-
ally pass over $70,000,000. And, on July
1, the last vote on account—which cov-
‘ered four weeks’ arrears and only two
weeks' in advance—will run out; and
several of the departments will be
again unable to pay their way.

The opposition has recently asserted
that it was not obstructing the grant-
ing of supplies; and its leader, Mr. R.
L. Borden, stated last week that it had
been passing supplies at the rate of
a million a day. But this condition of
affairs is of very recent date, and has
not lasted meore than two weeks. Be-
hind that there lies a four: ' months’
stretch of the most improvident waste
of time, when the House did not pass
a million a week. In fact, it took two
whole months to pass the small vote of
$914,800 for ocean and river service.

The committee of supply began to
congider the first. item of the vote ony
January 10th and it was March 10th
before the last item of that $914,800 was
passed.

Next the minister of public works
was harassed for four weeks, night af-
ter’ night—6ften until the small hours
of the morning; and only a very small
part of his estimates was allowed to
pass the committee.

And now, when the ful] extent of'the
seriousness of this obstruction is be-
ginning fo dawn on the country, the op-
position turns and blandly denies that
it has been obstructing supply. Not
only did” it obstruct supply, but it de-
graded parliament to an unexampled
degree, ealumniating and slandering
anyone who happened to be sufficiently
distinguished to serve the. country by
holding a ministerial position.

The refusal of a one-fourth vote on

account is only an indication that the
opposition ‘is reluctant to give up the
old game of obstructing supply,
which they have become so expert'i!énd
unless Mr. R. L. Borden can confinue
to combat successfully the influence of
Hon. George E. Foster, there will be
another relapse into the old ways be-
fore July 1st.
. The conduct of the opposition is none
too business-like even as it is; and, if
a carefu] analysis i§ made of how it
spent the week before last, it will be
found that it was responsible for wast-
ing no less, than 14 hours. On Friday,
for instange, the whole morning and af-
ternoon were wasted Dby fruitless in-
auiries and discussions; and the House
did not get into committee of supply
until nine o’clock at night. Much of
Wednesday was similarly wasted and
there was only one hour of supply be-
fore the adjournment at 6 o’clock. Sev-
eral hours on both Monday and Tues-
day ‘'were also.needlessly occupied; and
the proceedings last week do not show
that the opposition have yet got down
to fair conception of how they ought
to assist the business of thé country.—
Ottawa Free Press.

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TRADER HERE
FROM FAR NORTH

DAVID CADGOW HAS
REACHED THE CITY

Lynx Have Destroyed the Fur.
Business During Late
Years.

David Cadzow, the well-known trader
from Rampart House, Y. T., is at the
Dominion, having arrived here Sunday
night. He brings with him two magnif-
icent black fox skins valued at $1,200
and $1,500 each, and will leave for Win-
nipeg with his season’s stock towards
the-end of this week. Furs have been
scarce this year, said Mr. Cadzow last
night, there being only about two-
thirds of the previous years supply.
The reason given for the scarcity is the
great influx of lynx during the last two
years. Ths lynx has now cleaned out
al] the other animals, says Mr. Cadzow,
and this spring had commenced to fall
back upon its kind and eat one an~
other,

“Furs are, therefore, very scare this
vear,” said Mr. Cadzow, “and it is as I
figured it wouid be before the winter.
If the lynx.pass from the country then
the fur will- come again. It is two
years now since they made their ap-
pearance there, and there are now signs
that they are moving eastward, whicli
will relieve the situfition and free the
country. Next year I look for an in-
creased supply.”

Mr. Cadzow brings word that the
boundary survey wil] go into Rampart
House district next year, Survey par-
ties are 'in the Yukon now,: Mr; Gad-
zow passed over their trails on the way
out. He missed them by twenty-four
hours and learned that they are going
down by Eagle and up ¥he White river,
carrying supplies up river. Next year
he says they will get to Rampart
House. The party were .making en-
quiries regarding; the ptobability. of
having to pack herse-feed into Ram-
part Housd next summer,;, Mr, Cadzow
says that there i¢ ‘good feed there for
horses for two or two and a half
months during the summer. On the
Aretic divide between ‘the . Porcupine
and the Arctic ocean there is a lonély
prospector who has gone out in the in-
terests of Mr. Cadzow and with suffi-
cient supplies to last him all summer.

WATER IN LONDON CITY. ,

‘““Water is becoming dearer and dear-
er in the city.®Very soon it will be
cheaper to wash in champaign.”

This interesting statement is reported
to have been made by Dr. Waldo, the
city coroner, at an inquiry in London.
This remark led a press representative
to make inquiries into the matter, For-
funately there is no fear of a water
famine in London; the water itself is
not scarce, but in some cases in the
city the charges worked out at the
actual amount of water consumed are
said to be as much as one might expect
to pay for mere luxurious beverages.

‘“Probably Dr. Waldo had in mind the
new water charges,” ‘explained a high
officia]l of the Metropolitan water board
to the press representative. “It is a
fact that in some parts of the city the
cost of water has gone up. For in-
stance, under the new water clauses
act there is a uniform rate of five per
cent., charged throughout the metro-
politan area. In the case of the old
companies, with properties in the city
not using much water, the company’
had power to 'make special terms,
thereby considerably reducing the rate.
But under the new act such discretion
is. taken awdy, and all properties are
now under the five per cent. rate. Some
consequently have been greatly reduced
others have been increased.

“We hear a lot of complaints about
the latter, but little about the former
in the way. of commendation. Many
complaints were ¢onsidered by the joint
committee of parliament on the new
chlarges, and subsequently by parlia-
ment itself, but it was decided that
uniform treatment should be meted out
all round.” .

DEATH OF MEN DUE
TO BLASTING GAS

Pneumonia Claims Two Victims
From Centre Star
- -~ Mine.

Rossland, B. C., June 29.—The death has
occurred. in a.most peculiar manner of
two miners named John Erickson and J.
A. Cameron, employed at the Centre Star
mine. They: were in the 1088 stope, work-
ing -on-the Friday night shift,+had drilled
their round and had blasted, and then,
with ‘two otheérs engaged in the same
stope, ‘prepared to come off: shift.
Erickson and Caimeron ascended to the
800-foot 1éyel through“the smo‘!ze, instead
of going to a lower level first.” The men
went to their homes without feeling any
peculiar effect, but later on pneumonia,
which ‘is: fapidly - déveloped. by- the gas
generated by -the. explosion  of . the
charges used in blasting, set in. Cameron
was hurried off to the hospital and there
succumbed, Erick dving at home.
This tragic dccurr¥ following so soon
after the terrible death of Maurice Power,
the foreman at‘the same mine, has creat-
ed a great sensation in the city.

Fortifriatély' for him the solfiers did
not wait to give him burial, and after
a long while, when the deadly faint-
ness, caused, by loss of  blood;had to
some extent passed away, he was able
to crawl to a hut near by. His con-
ditfon’ was ‘desperate, for -his ‘wounds
weré?'6f 'a' tefrible 'cHaraater;’“but the
old.-woman who was the -sole occupant®
of the hut was an excellent nurse, and
tended him . with the greatest devotion.

For many months Lust lay between
life and death, and for two whole years
he was unable to leave the hut, during
which time the old woman success-
fully guarded her. secret.

At length he was able to go out, but
by the direst misfortune was imme-
diately recognized by the- local police,
whof#arrested him. ‘The court of jus-
tice ‘before which he was brought sen-
tenced him to penal servitude for two
yvears, but in view of his almost mirac-
ulous experiences, decided to appeal to
the Emperor for-a pardon. The Sen-
ate Appeal Court, however, has re-
fused to allow the presentation of the
petitidn to the Czar, and Lust, who is
extremely weak and in a state of ner-
vous exhaustion, will have to serve the
sentence.
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COUNCIL GETS
. THBOUGH EARLY

LITTLE BUSINESS _
BEFORE THE BOARD

Date of Election Was Set for
July 9th—Early Adjourn-
- ment Taken.

Last night’s meeting of the city coun-
cil wds an unusually brief one. The
meeting lasted less than an hour and &
half. There was not much business to
be transacted, but what there was was
put through with dispatch, as several
members of the board were anxious to

attend the consecration of the new St.
Andrew’s Masonic lodge. Among these
was Mayor Hall, who came all ready
dressed for the occasion, and for perhaps
the first time in the city’s history a
Mayor presided at a council meeting
clad in a dress suit.

Senator Macdonald wrote protesting
against being charged $22.50 for the de-
structipgn . of caterpillars by men employ~
ed by.the city. He said that at the time
the. city’s men had stepped in he had a
man engaged on the work, that the city’'s
men had not rid his premises of the pest,
and that he still had his own man en-
‘gaged on the work., The lettér.was re-
ferred to the sanitary inspector.

Wilson Bros. asked for a copy of the
conditions which the city proposed at-
taching to the permission granted'them
to Jay a track across Chatham street
from the new C. P. R. terminalg‘into their
proposed new warehouse, The city solici-
tors have already sent them a copy of the
conditions.

Major A. W.:Currie reminded the coun-
cil that the corporation of Victoria cup,
formerly competed for at the B. C. Rifle
Association’s meets, had been won out-
right, and that, although a previous coun-
cil had authorized the securing of another
cup, the association had not yet received
it. The cup will be provided.

Thomas W. Palmer, secretary of the S.
P. C. A., acknowledged receipt of a grant
of $50 from the council.

The city solicitors advised that the re-
presentatives of the Daverne & Keating
estate had withdrawn their ‘suit against
the city, paying the costs.

Messrs. Lees & Mason, boathouse own-
ers, presented a  petition signed by ten
prominent residents of the city, asking
that they be allowed to locate their boat-
house at-some place on the causeway, and
to lay a small movable gangway from the
new boathouse to the embankment. The
petition set forth that the site of their
present boathouse had recently been sold
and would soon beé required for other pur-
poses, and that they were thus com-
pelled to secure a new location. If the
permission were granted they intended re-
niodeiling - their boathouse 4n suchs a way
that it would harmonize with the sur-
roundipgs. The matter was referred to
the streets, bridges and sewers commit-
teée. *

.The city assessor reported that no peti-
tions-had been received againsgt: the pro-
posed imprdvements on -McPherson .and
Fullerton avenues, and on . that portion
of Langford street where the road is 66
feet wide.
