POPULISTS  MEET.

It is Very Likely That Bryan and
sewell Will be Endorsed—
The Bolters.

St. Louis, July 22.—The Populist and
silver conventions convened: to-day, the
former in the hall in which the Republi-
can national convention was held five
weeks ago, and the latter in the music
hall where Grover Cleveland was nom-
Interest in the silver
convention has been completely eclipsed
by abitter struggle among the Populists
over the nominating or endorsing of
Bryan. The programme of' the silver
convention was cut and dried. There
were no divisions of sentiment. After
Representative Francis Newlands, of
Nevada, as temporary chairman, 'and

. Wm P, St. John, the New York banker,

permanent chairman, deliver  their
speeches, a platform of a single plank
in favor of the free coinage of silver at
16 to 1, will be adopted, Bryan and
Bewall will be endorsed and the cdon-
vention will adjourn.

The Populists, on the other hand, are
rent and torn by internal dissension,

"and the conflicting factions will plunge

immediately into a determined fight,
whick may be prolonged four or five
days and which from present indications
probably result in a bolt, no matter
whihe faction prevails. Bryan men still
appear to be in control and the leaders
are very confident that they are in the
majority. Fractically all trained and
oxperienced geénerals are' aligned with
them. they have the adyice and counsel
of Senater Jemes and other shrewd De-
maocrati¢ nagers who are - watching
EVery 4t n%n the battle, and able dllies
in the Republican silver bolters and dele-
gates to the silver convention.

TO COOL THE ATMOSPHERE.

A Western inventor recently patented a
scheme by whieh he eclaims he can artifi-
cially, cool a whole community at little ex-
pense.
