Fergasont, and Dr. Blagden, These distinguished
persons had received sammonses to repair to the
palace as early as seven o'clock in the morning,
when it was first known that her Majesty's ac-
couchement was about to take place ; and, ‘as the
event was almost hourly expected, they held them-
salves in roadiness to attend.  Fmediately on the
birth of the royal infant he was taken into the apart-
ment where the great officers of state were assem-
bled, by Mrs, Lilly, and presented to them, upon
whieh they signed a declaration as 10 the birth of
an heir to the throne.  Shortly after eleven o'clock
the Cabinet Ministers left the palace, having given
instructions for. the holding of a Privy Council at
two o'clock the same day. At twelve o'clock a
messenger-was despatched from the Home-office,
by Sir James Graham, with despatches for Earl de
Grey, announcing the huppy event of her Majesty
having given birth to a prince. . A special engine
conveyed the royal courier to Liverpool, where a
Government steamer was in roadiness to convey
him to Dublin.  Shottly before one o'clock the fol-
lowing bulletin was published : * The Queen was
safely delivered of a prince this morning, at forty-
eight minutes pust ten o’clock.  Her Majesty. and
the infunt Prince are going on well. Signed, Jas,
Clark, Charles Lucock, Robert Ferguson, Richard
Blagden.” A copy of the preceding document was
forwarded to the Mansion-house : there the Lord
Mayor was preparing to commence the ususal pa-
geant, which on this occasion was particularly splen-
did, when Mr. Lambert Jones arrived from Buck-
ingham Palace, and announced the happy event of
the birth of a Duke of Cornwall. This gratifying
news occasioned some delay, and symptoms of im-
patience began to be manifested by the immense
crowd that ocenpied the streets lead§ng to London
bridge ; but, when they were made garticipators in
the interesting intelligence, their I'nrﬁivauess was
expressed in demonstrations lond and long.  As to
the worthy municipal authorities themselves. they
thought it would not be time misspent 1o drink the
health of the new-born Prince and of his august
mother, while the happy multitude called down ten
thousand blessings on their honoured heads.

Even in those moments when the royal snfferer
could not have been wholly released from pain, she
desired that a messenger should be despatched to
Sudbury Hall, to announce the joyons event to that
illustrious lady, the Dowager Queen of England,
the amiability of' whose retired life has acquired for
her the same measure of admiration which her dig-
nified example had done when seated on the throne
The Duke of Cambridge and Prince George, and
the Duchess of Gloucester immediately followed
their messenger to the palace, to ascertain the state
of her Majesty and the royal infant. "T'he Duchess
of Cambridge received the intelligence at Kew,
where she is residing, and the Princess Sophia Ma-
tilda at Blackheath : but the latter, attended by the
Lady Alicia Gordon, called at the palace in the
counrse of the day. The Duchess of Kent, who ar-
rived at the palace at nine o'clock in the morning,
continued with her illustrious daughter until six in
the afternoon, when she returned to- Clarence
House. At two o'clock, the hour appointed for the
meeting of the Privy Couneil, his Royal Highness
Prince Albert, attended by the Marquis of Exeter
and Col. Wylde, Equerry in Waiting, proceeded
from Buckingham Palace to the Council-chamber,
Whitehall, to enter npon the consideration of a pro-
per form of prayer and thanksgiving for the Qneens
safe delivery of a prince.
