Governor Edwards, of New Jer-
sey, himself a toral aBshainer, has
given his opinion of Prohibition as
it has worked out in the United
States. In a recent interview, he
said :

I dare say
that hardly more than a dozen men
in Congress have empty hip pockets
or empty cellars”

“Prohibition is undermining the
character of the people. It is making
the United States a nation of liars
and criminals, for cveryone who
buys and drinke liyuor, in the sight
of the law, is a criminal. I have
seen more drunkenness in the last
two years than cver before. 1 am
(not opposed to Prohibition because.
(it means personal depri\?ution of li-
| quor; but because it is an infringe-
{ ment of personal liberty.

“No nation ever becamg great on
1 ‘thou shalt not’ diet. There can
be no character without temptation.
| Our Saviour preached this. No cre-
| dit is due to ayoung man or young
woman who remains good because
he or she is shut up in a glass case.

“I feel sorry for the immigrant
who comes here to escape oppres-
sion. He soon realizes he is more
oppressed than he was in Europe:
His main pleasure—enjoyingaglass
of beer with his family after a hard
day’s work — is denied, bat, as I
said before, it is only the poor man
who can’t get it.

“Bootleggers are becoming: rich,
Thoy are getting a large portion of
the funds which formerly went in-
to the treasuries of municipal, sta-
te and federal governments, which;
in part, accounts for existing high
taxes:”’

This is the opinion of a high au-
thority in the United States, a man
who was and remains a presiden-
tial possibility. Prohibition of the
importation of liquor, on which the
people of New Brunswick vote on
October 10 is only another step in
bringing about, here in our own
province, to an even greater degree
than a present, the same state of
affaire as .described be Governor
Edwards.
