More Senators For British Columbia
The prime minister introduced a bill 

to grant British Columbia increased 
representation in the senate. Sir Wil­
frid Laurier explained that while not 
opposed to the merits of the legisla­
tion. he did not think that parliament 
had power to pass it. He thought that 
the imperial sanction should first be 
obtained and necessary dominion leg­
islation enacted afterwards.

Premier Borden said that he would 
confer with Sir Wilfrid regarding this 
matter, but would like iu the mean­
time to have the bill given its first 
reading. This was agreed to.

Hon. C. J. Doherty introduced a bill 
to amend the Juvenile Delinquents 
Act. Briefly, its object is to give to 
clerks of courts the power of sitting 
magistrates.

Hon. J. D. Reid's bill to amend the 
Customs Act was given third reading.
It provides for a drawback of the duty 
paid on pig iron and steel when used 
for the manufacture of goods export­
ed to other countries.

During question time Dr. Molloy ask­
ed if it was open to the members of 
any provincial legislature to accept 
pay for services from the Dominion 
government. Premier Borden said that 
this was a class of question usually 
not answered because it involves a 
matter of law. Any legislation allow­
ing an M. L. A., to accept such pay­
ment would be passed by the provin­
cial legislature.
Government to Reimburse Farmers’

Bank Depositors.
When the house resumed at three 

o'clock the finance minister moved 
his resolution to authorize the gov­
ernment to reimburse the depositors 
in the Farmers’ Bank. The amount 
covered by the resolution Is $1,200,000.

Mr. White stated that the govern­
ment founded its proposals on the re­
port made by Sir William R. Meredith 
in regard to the failure of the bank.
That report, he submitted, establish­
ed that the certificate of the treas­
ury board—without which the bank 
could not have opened its doors—had 
been by "false and fraudulent repre­
sentation."
Charges of Irregularities Should Hsve 

Been Looked Into.

Mr. White also argued, made it clear 
that the treasury board had been guil­
ty of negligence In not investigating 
the charges that there had been Ir­
regularities in connection with the 
deposit of $350,000 of fully paid up 
stock.

No Further Indian Scrip.
The house then proceeded to con­

sider in committee the amendments 
to the Indian Act. In this connection 
Dr. Roche announced that no further 
Indian scrip would be issued and said 
that there had been none issued with­
in the last two or three years.

An amendment was also made with 
regard to the removal of Indian re­
serves. Legislation was passed In 
1911 providing for the removal of In­
dians frbm the vlcnity of towns of 
8,000 population by referring the mat­
ter to the Exchequer Court, having a 
report there from the governor-in­
council and having the whole matter 
endorsed by parliament. This said Dr. 
Roche provided every safeguard and 
It was now proposed to remove the 
limitation of population and to pro­
vide that wherever lands were re­
quired for a similar purpose they 
should be dealt with in the same way.

Hon. Charles Mardi made a plea on 
behalf of the Indians who occupy a 
reserve across the river from the town 
of Campbellton, N. B. He said they 
had been on this land for nearly 200 
years and it would be an injustice to 
remove them. He was afraid that an 
effort would be made to secure the 
reserve for private Interests. The 
proposed law he considered would 
make it easier for speculators to get 
possession of Indian reserves.
