Feds plan to fund sum

CLAIMING VICTORY IN
battling student unemployment,
the federal government plans to
continue funding summer jobs in
1986.

In ajointannouncement, Flora
MacDonald, Employment and
Immigration Minister, Stewart
Mclnnes, Minister for Statistics
Canada, and Andree Campagne,
Minister of State for Youth said
the government has allocated
approximately $210 million for
Challenge '86. The Challenge
project is this year's main
summer employment program,
containing various job-creating
measures for students and youth.

“Challenge '85, last summer’s
program, was a success. In 1986,
we will build on the lessons
learned through experience,”
said MacDonald.

$180 million is being made
available for the Challenge pro-
gram, through the Canadian Jobs
Strategy, supporting the creation
of more than 93,000 jobs. An
additional $30 million is desig-
nated for jobs in the 1986 Cana-
dian Census. The census will
provide for nearly 25,000 jobs.
Priority for filling these jobs will
be given to youth, said McInnes.

“The best summer jobs are the
ones that relate directly to a stu-
dent’s career goals,” MacDonald
said. “These are the kinds of jobs
Challenge '86 will encourage.”
