®4. No court of the Dominion of Canada, or of any province
or territory thereof, shall have power or jurisdietion to reeognize
or enforee, or to receive in evidence any report of a Board, or
any testimony or proceedings before a Board, as against any
person or for any purpose, except in the case of the prosecution
of such person for perjury.
