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women in the villages come freely, attending the general services, 
or special services for women, as arranged. The $50 granted is 
intended to cover the travelling expenses of Mr. and Mrs. McAm- 
mond in their itinerating this year.
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The Out-Stations from Kiating.

The city of Tsingyuan is distant about forty-five or fifty miles 
from Kiating, that is to say, about one and a half day’s journey. 
Mr. and Mrs. Quirmbach will visit that city and a large number of 
the towns and villages in that county, including the one or two 
already opened as out-stations. In Tsingyuan City itself is a most 
promising work. A good evangelist lives there with his Christian 
wife, who, by the way, is a product of the Jennie Ford Orphanage
