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Strike when the Iron Is llot.

Many a 
meeting fails of success for the same reason. 
To be sure I would rather be a reaper 
than a sower, but when the Master gives 
me a field I'm willing both to plow and 
hoe and dig and weed and sow, and wait 
for that blessed hour of harvest time which 
is sure to come. First get the iron hot, 
then strike.—Chas. //.
