Late European News.

New Yorx, Aug 17.—Stesmer Saxonia,
arrived this afternoon, left Southampton evening
ot the 4th, and brings the second edition of the
London Times of tbat date.

A telegram from Paris eays all vessels at the
different ports are being disarmed, and those in

Disarmament has also been commenced at Tou;
lon, and orders bave been given to discharge ajl
sailors baving served five years. N

The Paris correspoadent of the 7imes says
the Sardinian Minister of Foreign Affairs bad
declared to Count Reisset, the French Commis-
sioner, that Sardinia could not accede to the
wishes of France go far as to make efforts to have

oe Grand Duke recalled, and that it would be
preposterous lo expect Piedmont to do so, con-
trary to the wishes and interests of ltaly.

The Paris Constitutionnel of Wednesday bas
an article from M, de Cassagnac, entitled “ In-
gratitude of Italy,” in which the Italians are re-
minded of the immense obstacles which beset
the empire at the beginning of the war. but
which were faced and surmounted by bis single
will, and he reminds Italy of these obstacles. He
continues to show, if need be, the enormity of
forgetfulness.

If the Emperor persisted, it would, be says,
have eost tedious sieges, fresh battles, new loans,
immediate war on the Rbine, troubles jn Central
Iialy, insurrections in Hungary and elsewhere,
which it would have been necessary to permit
and even to encourage. In a word, it would
have cost the abandonment of the principles of
order, and the adoption of revolutionary princi-
ples, agitation renewed for the present, without
speaking of a probable reverse of fortune. The
article concludes with the following menace:
¢ Italy must know well that if the powerful hand
which is extended over it is witbdrawn, neither
the fine speeches of the English Parliament nor
the sterile sympathies of the liberal party in
Europe would hinder Austria from dominating
again in Italy, and this time from Turin to
Meesina ”

It is stated that Piedmont formally declines
entering the Italian Confederacy if Austria forms
a part of it.

The Times' Vienna correspondeént says the
Prussian note of the 23d of August, will proba-
biy put an end to the discussion between Austria
and Prussia, as it is pretty clearly proved that
the Emperor Napolecon made a statement at
Villatranca which was not perfectly correc:.

The Journal de St. Pelersburg also declares
itself empowered to state that not only were no
bases for a weditation agreed to, but not even
discussed. The writer adds that, baving had
the experience that he was deceivedfat Villa.
tranca, the Emperor Francis Joseph may proba-
bly come to the conclusion that it will be better
in the -future to leave diplomatic matters to bis
Minister for Foreign Affairs,

Colonial Military Defences.
(From the Londoft Shipping & Mercantile Gazette,
July 126.)

Two subjects of a cognate character, and,
under existing circumstances, of neaily ,equal
interest to the people of this country, were last
night brought under the consideration of the
House of Commons. Mr. Adderl¢y, s member
of the late Government, called at n to the
military defences of the Colonies ; and, later in
the evening, Sir De Lacy Evans asked the House
to agree to the appointment of a Commission,
# consisting of civilians and military oflicers, io
enquire into and collect information concerning
the present condition of our mational defences,
and to regort thereon.” The discussion which
followed elicited some valuable information from
the Secretary for War, and cerfain stalements,
which will be received gemerally with satsfac-
tion. The military establishments in the various
Colonies of Great Britain are maintaie! for
purp either of defence or of internal police.

country 1o bear a share of their military expen-
diture, inasmuch as the arrogates to herselt the
settiement of all questions ol peace and war, acd
their interests may sufler as the result of the
policy which she chooses to pursue—Bat with
respect 1o the question of the maintenance of
troops in our Colonies for the purpose of police,
1 must say I think such a course is one which is
indefensible.”

We confess it seems to us there is a good deal
of common sense in this rematk. The less the
Imperial Government interferes with the inter-
nal aflairs of any of our Colonies, more especially
wich those which, like Australia and the Canadas,
are making such rapid strides in development,
tbe better. 1f we choose, from apprebension of
other Maritime States, or for any other state
reason, to quarter troops upon our dependencies,
we should bear the cost, but we have literally
nothing to do with the municipal arrangements
which any dependency may see fit to make tor
themselves. ﬁ"be peace of any Colony needs a
strong force for its preservation, that Colony can
supply it. There is no necessity, at all events,
for procuring tupplies of armed men from the
mother country. The system of interference,
running through everything, pursued by the
Home Government, from time to time, bas been
the bane of our Colonial policy, and will even-
tually, if persevered in, alienate our best posses-
sione. This system aud its effects were ably
exposed last night by one whote knowledge of
the North American Colonies is not surpassed by
that of any man hving i—

« What for example (said Mr. Haliburton,)
bad the Colonies to do with an Earopean war ?
Yet their sbips were plundered on the high sea,
{heir Sailors were impressed in their towns, and
the enemy’s ships in all their coves and crecks
watching
When this country undertook to govern the
Colcnies, and when it made laws suitable for it-
self, well and good; but Parliament ought, at
Jeast, to ask the Colonies whether the same laws
were suited to their condition.
to America the Coasting Trade of tbis country,
what right bad they to give her also the coasting
Trade of the Colonies—what right bad they to
extend, under the term *‘ Coasting Trade, the
trade trom Boston, round South America, to

. Califorma ? Yet that was one of their acts, and
it was one that had almost ruined the Shipping
of the North American Colonies.”

This is the language of 8 man who has watch
ed the working of our Colonial policy through
the years of a long life, and whose experience

no statesman can ventare to disregard. We |

bave legislated for our Col in those matters
most vitally affecting their Trade, Commerce,
and induostrial development, and our Colonies
find with regret, and something like .xupy‘lion'
that they would bave been far better off, both as
regards their condition and prospects, bad they
been simply left alone to follow the bent of their
own inclination in these matters. Had that bent

| hardly suppose that the
Canadas, Australia, and the West lndies would
st this moment be excluded from the American
Coasting Trade, while our Intercolonial Trade
is as open to the Americans as to the Colonists
themselves. Had the Colonies been consulted
when the last great change was about to be made
