GOODCHANCETO RECOVER

Would-be Murderer, Arthur Chappel,
wWas Hotly Pursued and Shot Him-
gelf When Cornered—Leaves & Wife
and Five Daughters at Dayton.

SPOKANE, wash., April 12.—[Specia1.]——City
Detective D. D. McPhee, while in the act of ar-
resting a burglar named Arthur Chappel, was
ghot through the neck by the latter early this
morning. receiving a wound that though serious
js not necessarily fatal. Chappel was closely
pursued by officers and citizens.and, seeing no
chance of escape, fired a bullet into his own
prain, dying almost immediately.

By this
time hundreds of citizens had taken up the trail
of the fugitive, who led the advance guard but a
few feet, but as he still carried the weapon in his
pand with which he shot the officer, no one was
particularly anxious tograb him for fear of bein
ghot. He was, however, kept in sight until
~gfnered, and when brought to bay by Deputy
sheriff Ferguson. he ended his own existence by
sending a bullet through his brain.

The little outhouse where the body lay was in
a few minutes surrounded by a vast multitude,
all anxious toget a sight of the ghastly # tacle
and notwithstanding the efforts of the officers to
keep back the crowd the crush was so great that
the frail building was partially torn down.

He Was a Dayton Gambler.
As soon as Coroner Kimball had the body of
the dead burglar removed to the Washington
andertaking parlors, a perfect stream of people

kept coming and going through the establish-
ment ,all eager to take a look at the dead man

The identity of the suicide remained in doubt
until a number of Dayton, Wash.. citizens who
are here in attendance as witnesses before the
United States court recognized the man as being
Arthur Chappel, a resident of that place, where
he has lived for the past six years and where he
has a wife and five children, all girls. Hewasa

The story leading up to the shooting is in sub-
stance as follows: Shortly before 7 o'clock this
morning Chappel appeared at Whitney’s second

hand store and offered to sell a lot of cutlery that
he carried in a sack under his overcoat. Whitney
divining that the had been stolen induced
Chappel to leave the stuff behind for examina-
tion, telling him to return by 8 o’clock and he
ecide whether he wanted to buy or not.

his capture, Whitney arranged with McPhee that
Chappel should be captured somewhere on the
outside. Under these plans when Chappel re-
turned McPhee waited for him on the outside.
Whitney informed Chappel that he did not
want to buy the goods as he believed they were
stolen. This Chappel practically admitted.

Was Quick With His Gun.
Chappel then came out and went east on Spra-
gueavenue. When he had reached about the
centre of the block, between Howard and Stev-

ens, McPhee walked up to Chappel and tapped
him on the shoulder. Quick as a flash the latter
wheeled around and fired point blank at McPhee
from & revolver carried in his overcoat pocket.
McPhee fell to the walk with blood spurting from
the wound in the chin. Takinil one hasty glance
0 see the effect of his shot, the would-be mur-
derer dropped his cultery and started to run. He
made directly across the street and through the
vacant property between the Blalock block and
Sloane-Paine-Ri tore. He
shed his overcoa

sued and took refuge ia an outhouse across the
track between Howard and Stevens streets.

Died Sooner Than Surrender.
Here he was held at bay until Deputy Sheriff
Ferguson arrived. When ordered to come out a
shot was fired from within. Ferguson returned

e impression that Chap&)el was
Waiting a moment and hear-
ing no soun hin the officer looked in
and there on the he man with
blood and brains cozing from & gaping wound in
his right temple. His death had come almost
instantly.

For a time Ferguson thought that the bullet
from s gun had killed the man, but it was
found later to be a case of suicide. The shot fired
by Rerguson had only caused a flesh wound in
the man’s arm. Chappel has a brother named
Wm. Chappel, who is engaged in mining some-
where in British Columbia.

M'PHEE WAS CARELESS

He Tells How Chappel Gota Chance
to Shoot Him.

Had Noticed the Peculiar Way He
Held His Hand, But Never Im-
agined He Had a Pistol.

SpoxANE, Wash., April 13.—[Special]—
Detective McPhee, who was shot by the
burglar Arthur Chappel, is getting along
nicely,and, while the wound is becoming
very painful,” Dr. Lubn says his condi-
tion is such as to give every hope of his
ultimate recovery. Many friends of the

well-known officer have called at the
hospital today to make inquiries as to
his condition, In nearly all cases the
visitors were denied admission to the sick
room, as the patient is not ina condition
to stand the strain of talking or of being
talked to.

Tae MINER'S correspondent called at
the hospital this marning, and was per-
mitted by Dr. Luhn to hold a brief inter-
view with the wounded man concerning
the immediate circumstances surround-
ing the shooting of himself by Chappel.

/ith considerzble difficulty McPhee re-
counted the arrangements made with
Mr. Whitney, the second-hand man, for

happel’s capture all of which was told
in yesterday’s MINER, and also how he
trailed the man on the street.
McPhee’s Story.

« He wason the point of going into
Osborne’s second hand store when I
stepped up to him and tapped him on

the shoulder and asked him what he had
in the sack,” said McPhee. ‘“ He re-
plied that he had some knives. ‘ Where
did you get them? said I. He said:
‘I got them ata second hand store.’

¢Well,’ said I, ‘come on with me to the
store and we will see about it.’ With
that I turned about to start off with him
when he up and fired at me.

“1 was not feeling well at the time
and to this circumstance I attribute my
want of proper precaution in watching
the fellow closely. The moment before
he shot me I noticed he held his right
hand in a peculiar manner, but thought
nothing strange of it. When I was shot
I for the first time discovered that he
had a revolver in his hand, the barrel of
the weapon having been in the sleeve of
the mackintosh that he wore. What

happ,ened after I was shot is a blank to
me.’
Bullet Not Yet Located.

1t is a remarkable circuamstance from
the nature of the wound that McPhee’s
jaw bone was not shot away. How the

bullet escaped is a mystery yet unsolved
as the doctors have mnot attempted to
trace the course from the point of entry.
One tooth was carried away.

A curious stream of people has been
going in and out of the morgue since the
body of Arthur Chappel was taken there
yesterday morning, and thousands of
men and many women have viewed the
grewsome sight. This morning Coroner
Kimball held an inquest over the body,
the jury finding a verdict in aécordance
with the facts previously given, that he
died from a bullet in the brain fired
from a revelver held by himself with
suicidal intent.

Is Advantageous to Both Nations,
Says Edward Farrar. e
OTTAWA, Ont., April 12.—REdward Farrar, of
Toronto, has written a report on ““T'he bonding
privilege,”’ addressed to the chairman of the

States. The report has been jpreparéd--at the

uest of the committee and’ is taken from the
blue books of the Canadian government and the
books of the Canadian railways which make use
of the bonding privileges.- ling first with
the territory west of the great lakes, Mr. Farrar
says: ,

‘It is also true that west of the great lakes
there is no overlapping of territory such as oc-
curs east of them to render the bonding system
almost a pecessity. Nevertheless it would ap-
pear to be in the interest of both countries that
the bonding system should be maintained west
of the f lakes where nothing but a surveyor’s
line divides the two, or rather distinguishes one
from the other, for a_distance of 2,000 miles. If

trans-continental railway traffic of the United
States, which but for the bonding system would
all be divided amongst the American railways, it
seems obvious that its competition must be bene-
ficial to American shippers just as the competi-
tion of the Northern Pacific and Great Northern
tor the transcontinental traffic of Canada must be
beneficial to Canadians, although it diverts
traffic from the Canadian Pacific.”’

In conclusion, Mr. Farrar, in his report says:
“Leading Canadian liberals. including Mr.
Laurier, now premier of the Dominion, have all
along condemned the restrictions imposed upon
American fishermen in -Canadian ports. No
doubt they will take steps before long to remove
the grievance. When it is out of the way the
bonding system will be fairly administered from
one end of the international frontier to the
other. The maintenance of the system is advan-
tageous, I venture to think. to the interests of
the upper tier of states, between the Atlantic
and Pacific, as those of Canada, and its impair-
ment or abolition, whether east of the great
lakes or west of them, would look like a blow at
civilization.”

Today Mayor Nichols of
Wilkesbarre visited the garbage dumps on the
east side of the Susquehanna river, opposite Ply-
mouth, and was surgriscd to find scores of per-
sons picking through the garbage and rubbish,
eagerly seizing scra of victuals. decayed veg-
etables, etc., in order to keep from starving.
The mavor will make an appeal to the charit-
ably inclined for immediate relief for the suffer-
ers.

To Preserve Order In Hawaii.

WASHINGTON, D.C., April 13—The Japanese
legation authorizes the statement that only one
Japanese ship‘of war has sailed for Hawaii. The
purpose, the legation says, is not to intimidate
Hawaii, but to aid in preserving order among
the excited Japanese residents. The Japanese
government believes the difficulty in regard to
rejected immigrants is susceptible of settlement
by diplomatiq negotiations, and it is asserted
at the legation that that will be the only method
resorted to.

NEw YORK, April 13.—Adolph Kluge, of the
firm of Kluge Bros.. constituting the German
Artistic Weaving company, of this city, was held

SCOTT COULD NOT SEE IT

He Voted With Fraser and McPher-
son, Making Each Vote a Tie—Lots
of Applicants for Jobs—License By-
Law Ordered Prepared.

After listening to a number of appli-
cations for various positions the, city
council Monday adopted resolutions
providing for the building of . crossings
on certain streets; instructed the fire,
water and light committee to purchase

for adopting a set of by-lawe regulating
licenses for liquors and so forth, and

then adjourned till Tuesday eveining,
April 20.

When the mayor called the meeting
to order Alderman Campbell was the
only member absent. The following ap-
plications were read by the clerk:
William Henry Cooper, for municipal
clerk; B. F. Bradford, sewer depart-
ment; J. G. Cameron, water de;lmrt-
ment; J. E. Hooson, chief of ice;
Alfred W. Dyer, city engineer; (George
L. Merry, street commissioner; L. Mar-
tin, janitor; William McQueen, city
clerk; Guy R. Wilcox, chief of fire de-
gartment; Fred Winsor, same; James

angsley, sanitary officer; W. C. For-
rester, assistant chief of lice; C. D.
Smith, sanitary officer; XK. V..Crafton,
city ‘scavenger; D. H. Gerow, police
officer.

J. L. Stanford submitted a plan for
equipping the business portion of the
city with a proper sewerage system,
which will cost $40,000, and providing
for two receiving tanks with a capacity
of 50,000 gallons each. The matter was
referred to the board of works.

A petition signed by business men,
protesting against the erection of a
building on Lincoln street for immoral
purposes, was also referred to the board
of works.

John Bennett made an application for

Considerable dis-
cussion was then indulged in as to the
position of the mayor in his relation
both to the council and its committees.

Mr. Fraser objected to Mr. Raymer’s
moiion on the ground that all the mem-
bers were not present. Raymer insisted
on the motion and Fraser moved to ad-
journ. Raymer raised a point of order,
but the chair put the motion to adjourn,
which was lost. :

Then an amendment to the original
motion, which required the full council
to be present betore considering the or-
iginal motion, was made by Fraser. The
question then came up whether or not the
mayor could vote, and the city solicitor
was appealed to. He read the law and
decided that the mayor could. The
magor then voted for .the amendment
and against the original motion. This
resulted in a tie, so both motions were
lost, the law providing that the mayor
can vote, but whenever the vote is a tie
the motion is lost. Aldermen Raymer,
Johnson and /Wallace voted together,
and Mayor Scott voted with Aldermen
Fraser and McPherson in each instance.

City Solicitar McNeil was, given notice
to prepare a license by-law, to be acted
upon at the next regular meeting. A
by-law providing for the storage of
powder, with penalties attached, will
also be submitted at the same time.

The finance committee was instructed
to purchase a corporate seal for the city.
