THE BOUNDARY RAILWAY.

No matter how bitterly and inconsist-
ently the disgruntled Opposition press
may rail against the Turner administra-
tion, there is no denying the fact that
the railway legislation affecting Southern
British Columbia, introduced at the last
session of the Assembly, was one of the
wisest enactments that could possibly
nave been made. It offered an oppor-
anity for the development of one of the
ichest mineral regions in Canada, that
otherwise would have remained practi-
cally valueless for an indefinite time.
It is highly satisfactory to know that the
pledge of the Provincial legislature to
grant $4,000 per mile to anyone who
would be first to provide the Boundary
country with a railway service, bore
fruit immediately. The grant in itself
was not sufficient to induce even the
most enterprising to build the road, but
it indicated to the present Dominion
government, which, on assuming office,
had determined on a vigorous railway
policy, that the territory .lying
between the Columbia river and
Okanogan lake was certainly worthy
of Federal aid. With the most credit-
able promptitude, the authorities at
Ottawa immediately commenced to in-
vestigate the matter. Hon.W. A. Blair,
minister of railways and canals; came
west and made a most searching in-
quiry, returning to the Capital with the
firm conviction that the region in ques-
tion wae deserving of all aid that the
Dominion government could afford.

AT THE LAST SESSION OF PARLIAMENT THE
LIBERAL PARTY DECIDED THAT TO GIVE THE
BOUNDARY COUNTRY AN EFFICIENT RAIL-
WAY SERVICE NOTHING SHORT OF A ROAD
rrROM THE COLUMBIA RIVER TO OKANOGAN
LAKE WOULD BE SUFFICIENT, AND THE CAB~
INET WAS PREPARED TO INTRODUCE LEGIS-
LATION THAT WOULD BE THE MEANS OF
SUBSIDIZING THE PROJECT TO THE EXTENT
oF $8,000 PER MILE. IN THIS THE LEAD-
ERS OF THE QCONSERVATIVE OPPOSITION
HEARTILY CONCURRED.

Two corporations held Provincial
charters for the comstruction of a rail-
way through the district. One was the
Columbia & Western Railway company,
a going concern and the chief factor in
the development of Trail Creek division.
At its head was F. A. Heinze, one of the'
most enterprising men on the American
continent and with almost an unlimited
amount of money behind him. The
other was the Vancouver, Victoria &
Eastern Railway company, a corpora-
tion composed of discredited politicians
and men without large capital or the
means to obtain it,and who have no
record for enterprise or public spirit.
This company has never constructed a
foot of railway and has thus far failed to
show that it is financially capable of so
doing. It is a paper company witha
paper charter, which has been hawked
about and offered for sale. In addition
to these condemnatory features, arrange-
ments were recently completed by which
D. D. Mann, the C. P. R. contractor,
was placed in contrql of the charter,
and, consequently, the company.

The V., V. & E. people are solely re-
sponsible for the absence of a railway in
the Boundary country today. But for
their chartermongering and obstruction
methods, British Columbia would now
be enjoying the benefits of the expendi-
ture of $8,000 for every mile of the line
from Robson “to Penticton. And the
worst of it is that their blockading
methods continue as a curse on the
prosperity of Southern British Colum-
bia. The information .from Victoria to
the effect that Mr. Mann is endeavoring
to secure a portion of the $4,000 a mile
subsidy, in order to again blockade the
Columbia & Western, shows plainly that
they are at their old tricks again. Itis,
however, fairly safe to presume that
this time the administration at Victoria
will not be hoodwinked by the sophis-
tries' of D. D. Mann, or any one else
representing either the V., V. & E. or
the C. P. R.

MUNICIPAL CANDIDATES.

Up to the present H. S. Wallace is the
only candidate who has announced that
he will run for the office of mayor of
Rossland. If there are to be other as-
pirants for this office, and for aldermen,
too, it is high time that the people
should know who they are, as the elec-
tion will take place on the 13th of Jan-
uary. The municipal offices to be filled
aré of great importance, when it is cer-
$ain that many questions will have to

/be considered and de¢ided upon during

the incumbency of the incoming city
government, and it is but justice to the
voters that they should be well
acquainted with the candidates before
thexﬂ vote for them. It is possible,
where a candidate delays announcing

~ his ambition to the very las{f moment,

that the people will think that he does
not desire his career and record to be
too closely scrutinized, for the rea-
son that there may be Dblemishes
in both that would prevent him from
receiving enough support at the polls to
secure his election. The great interests
that the city has at stake demand that
the pcople should thoroughly know every
man who comes before them for favor in
the shape of ballots. No man with a
clean record and an established reputa-
tion should fear to come out now into
open and boldly announce his candi-
dacy, whether he aspires to be mayor or
aldérman. If his character is clean, it
will only stand out the more brightly
when subjected to the keen scrutiny of
the public eye, If, on the other hand,
a candidate has a shady record, the

; voters

should have time in which
to weigh him in “the balances,
in order to determine if he
is wanting in the many good
requirements that are so necessary in an
office holder. From the expressed atti-
tude of public opinion on this question,
it is more than evident: that those can-
didates who linger teo long in obscurity
before they announce their intention of
becoming candidates will be hopelessly
eft in the race for public favor. . There-
fore, we say to those who have aspera-
tions in this municipality, and who have
never told of their love for public office
even to their most intimate friends, to
boldly tell the public that they are in
the race and to do this at once. The old
saw of ‘““faint heart never won a fair
lady,” applies in this case as it does in
all other things that men adventure for.

CHRISTMAS,

Saturday was Christmas, the anniver-
gary of the birth of the Nazarene, whose
teachings are as fresh and as applicable
as when he preached that greatest of
sermons on the Mount of Olives. The
effect of the life and teachings of the
Christ has been so potent for good that
it mightnot inaptly be said that the only
history worth reading is that which
commenced with his advent among men.
Considering ‘him simply s an ethical
teacher he is the gr t that was ever
born when the fruit of his tutelage is
taken into consideration. Compare the
effects of the teachings of Mahomet
with His and what an infinite difference
there is between the results wrought by
the two. The followers of Mahomet are
steeped in bigotry, ignorance, iintoler-
ance, cruelty, selfishness and supersti-
tion, while those who believe and follow
the teachings of the Savior are enlight-
ened, humane and represent all that is
good and great in the world. They rep-
resent the civilization that founds the
asylum for the sick and the helpless,
and that provides the asylum for the
fathertheless and the motherless, - It is
the civilization of progress and advance-
ment, and that which has produced the
highest moral type of man that the
world has yet seen.

What wonder is it, therefore, that
Christians all over the world make of
Christmas the most joyous festival of
the year. Everywhere that the Christ-
ian dwells the day is made an occasion
of a general gathefing under the home
roof tree. Christians cross wide oceans
and continents and make perilous jour-
neys in order thatthey may join in the
home festivities of yule tide, arid today
there is happiness and joy in millions of
families over the fact that many of the
long absent are gathered around the
holiday board and enjoying the good
cheer and the kindly spirit that seems
to bear the impress of the teaching of
the Savior. It is essentially, however,
the day of days of the children, when
the merry, good and generous Santa
Claus cames to them loaded with the
very things that they most wished for.
Here in Rossland the people will enter
heartily into the spirit of the holiday
time, and gather around. the festive
board and indulge in the Christmas tree
festivities with as much zest as though
they were with the old folks at home.
They will burn the yule log with as
much enthusiasm as have their ancgst-
ors for hundreds of years in the old
country. They will ging Christmas car-
ols, as has been the custom in the mother-
land, since which time the memory of
man runneth not to the contrary. In
short, they are carrying out today all
the old British customs with as much
heartiness as though they had always
remained at home. Whether they are
British born or the children or British
born, ohe, two or-three generations re-
moved, it amounts to the same thing,
for they carry out all the old Christmas
traditions. ‘

This is as it should be, for the effect
of the observation of the time-henored
holiday is good and wholesome. Who of
us will ever forget the first visit that we
thought Santa Claus paid us, when we
believed in its existence as implicitly as
we do that the night will follow the day?
These festivals are the white stones that
mark with joy the passing of the years
of our lives,and the longer they are
kept up the better it will be for man-
kind, and the longer we can keep up our
interest in them the better it will be for
us individually. And so we will fer-
vently hope that Christmas will forever
be what it is now, the greatest of Chris-
tian holidays, for it brings with it
nothing but peace and goodwill and
great joy.

NEEP OF DISTRIOCT RAILWAYS.

The success that will attend the devel-
opment of the natural resources of
Southern British Columbia will bear to
no small extent on the prosperity of. the
entire Dominion, but the irealization of
this much desired condition almost en-
tirely depends upon the introduction of
adequate transportation facilities and
economical traffic charges. This question
calls for the most serious consideration

of both the Provincial and Dominion
governments, for it rests with the ad-

ministrations at Victoria and Ottawa to
say whether the incomparable opportuni-
ties ‘offered in this portion of Canada
gshall remain to the full enjoyment of
she people, as their rightful heritage, or
whether it shall be a territory where a
great monopoly shall absorb the profits
of patient, honest industry by a system
of charging all that the traffic will bear;
whether we shall build up an empire for a

carrying monopoly to swagger around in
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and to lord it over the people who made
it, or whether the people shall be the
master and the common ecarriers their

willing servants as they should be. The
monopolistic tendencies of the Candian

Pacific railway are much too evident to

need mention in this connection ; suffice
it to say that the people of Southern
British Columbia are fully aroused to
the dread prospect that thus threatens
them. It is, therefore, no wonder that
the residents of Kootenay and Bound-
ary cry aloud for relief and protection
from’ those whom they have elected to
administer the government of the coun-
try.

The remedy that they desire is the
inaguguration of a railway policy by the
respective legislatures by which every
reasonable encouragement may be ex-
tended to those who might be induced
to construct lines of railway through
undeveloped localities, which could
thereby be made highly productive, but
which, otherwise, would forever remain
a wilderness and practically valueless,
owing to sérious physical conditions that
do not justify, even with the most en-
terprising, the outlay that would be
necessary to overcome them. Asf a con-
sequence;it is essential, and most exped-
ient for the public welfare, that govern-
mental assistance shall be given in the
way of subsidies to the required amount.
In carrying out this policy, however,the
people of this district demand thatevery
precaution shall be exercised, to the end
that competing railway systems shall be
created and maintained to the greatest
possible extent. For the speedy develop-
ment of the districts directly interested,

it is also especially important that there
shall be no unnecessary delay, in enact-

ing the needed legislation. The mining,

Lastly,
Kootenay and Boundary, which have
many interests in common, would be
connected by a direct railway service.

-intercommunication as this would meet
the needs of the southern portion of
British Columbia lying between the Col-
