ANNIVERSARY MEETINGS.

From the Montreal Gazetie,
A v DMieeting of the Momtreal
Soclety.

This meeting was held ia the American Pres-
byterian Chureh. The Chair was taken by J.
DeWitt, Esq., M.P.P. The proceedings were
commenced with a prayer by the Rev. J. McLoud.
The report of the last year was read by Mr. J C.
Becket, Secretary. The meeting was large, the
Church being crowded above and below, and large
numbers standing in the isles.

They had seen meetings held in this eity with-
in the last ten days, the result of which would be
felt for years to come. Here the Rev. gentleman
recapifulated these meelings, making running re-
marks upon their objects. That night there was
a meeting held as important as any of them.
When the temperance question was first mooted,
he looked lighlr;npon it, and stood aleel. Now
he went heart and hand in the movement, and if
he could mot do much good, he could render his
bumble testimony. He had camvictions on the
subject, that he dared not resist. He regarded the
temperance cause as a great field of Christian use-
fulness. The temperance movement should be
supported, as promotive of the inte]lectual happi-
ness of man. The Speaker dilated npon the gran-
deur of the intelleetl man, He narrated an anec-
dote of a young Scotch law student, in London,
Canada West, with a view of showing the degrad-
ing effects of intemperance on the intellect. This
young man was of a weak consti'ution and ner-
vous . temperament, and considerdd it necessary
that he should drink wine for the benefit of his
health ; he did so, and by degrees found it neces-
sary to increase the quantity ; he went oa drinking
and giving oyster suppers, until he was turned out
of bis office, and upon the streets, the most degrad-
ing and miserable object that he (Rev. Mr. L.)
ever beheld. The young man would bave literally
starved had be not been put in prison by the Mayar
for his support ; he was abandoned bg all even by
those to whom he had been in the habi

it of giving
oyster suppers. He (Rev. Mr. L.) Lad gone
through the Lunatic Asylum at Toronte, and on
asking his aitendant the principal causes of the lu-
nacy which he saw, received for answer that it

-| was religion and intemperance But the former

must be an error, as religion never rendered a man
insane. His attendant must have meant fanati-
cism. The lunacy from intemperance showed
the injurivus effects of alcobol on the mind. He
read [rom the work of some physician, (whose
name be did ot mre.{ some passages, to the cf-
fect that the use of alcobol was unnecessary, as
well as being injurious to the mind. There
was' no where on this continent an abler set of
physicians then those of this city ; but he consid-
ered them censurable for recommending the use of
wine and gle, when be was informed by distin-
guished physicians that the use of these things was
unnecessary, The public should raise their voice
against it. Intemperante caused a great many
social evils. It made young men forget their pa-
rents, and husbands their wives, Theie was not a

oung man in that assembly whose heart did not
eap at the mention of his mother; but intem-
perance had caused young men to forget their mo-
thers, of which he narrated an instance ; as well
as some others, illustrative of the direful effects of
intemperance on social life. He pleaded, then,
for the Temperance cause as promotive of the so-
cial happiness of men. Hethrew back the charge
of those who told thenr that they sought to place
temperance in the stead of religion. They did not
wish to substitute it for religion but to make it the
handmaid of religion. He felt pleasure in recom-
mending teetotalism, because he did so from his
own knowledge of its beneficial effects. He gave
some of the reasons that had at first made him
stand aloof from the.cause. The principal of them
were on the score of politeness, but be had found
that eivilly refusing 1o take a glass of wine gave
no offense ; maZnum est veritas, and it will prevail,
He next came to moderate drinking and this be
strongly censured. He had beem much struck
with the statement of Gough, that a moderate
drinker might reform if he would, and a druukard
would if he could. Those beautiful Istands on the
Pacific ocean, where raised by litile coral insects
carrying'a grain of sand each ; and so little by lit-
tle a man became a drunkard. Neo man ever be-
came a drunkard who bad not first been a moder-
ate drinker. He'Wwould advise aM to strive togeth-
erto aidt se, to give a long pull, a stiong
pull, anda ther.

T. M. Tarron, Esq., scconded the resolution,
He made some remarks on the pernicious, and in-
sidious effects of intemperance. He had been for
fourteen years a member of the Socmz;‘ He bad
first been :?.mdlojoiu it by his sabbath school
teacher, and with this leng experience he could
aﬁwk ol its advantages. He bad not suffered from
abstinence from strong drink. He called particular-
ly on young men to the pledge. 'I'he babit
of drinking grew by ees: and what wobld
serve : ow would hot soon. The only y wab
in total abstinence from strong drink. * He would
say unto ull the young mwen present, if'foo have
not joined yet, do 30 now, and your exemple may
exert a beneficial efect, and canse a hundred more
to follow it.  latemperance was the worst enemy
that a yeang man had te contesd with. . He would
advise young men to abstain ffom wine and potier-

| Rev. H. WiLkes, D.D., moved the next reso-
ution : —

He considered that Gough had been specia'ly
raised up by God for the promeotion of the tempe- ’
rance reform.

Rev. A. F. SpavipiaG uuved lbe tolfowing

Resolved, 4. —~That we owe deep gratitnde to
that Divine Providence which has made the Tem-
peranee reformation the instiument 10 arrest a
flood of intemperance which threatened to over-
whelm the nations ; and that the fervent pruyers
of the people of Gad be requested for the extensi
and final triomph of this cause over all that leads
to intemperance.
~ He would but the attention of the meet-
ing but for  few minutes only. He referred to
the cause of temperance in the United States, and
he considered that while might go to England
o learn mnu{ things, that Kngland might receive
lessons from the United States ia the matter of tem=
perance. In support of this argumpent, be stated
that Great Britain with a m:l- 28,000,000,
consumed strong drinks to the value of £39,000,~
000 stg. per annum, while the United States, with
a population of 23,000,000, consumed strong drinks
to the value only of £8,000,000 sig. per annum.
He narrated the of the temperance cause
in the United States. His own city of Boston was
a temperance city. This was prumoted by iwo
means, the moral suasion, and the laws. No per-
son was allowed to sell more than 18 gallons of
spirits to one individual.

Rev. Jamis Cavenzy seconded the motion.—
The meeting made him think of the words of a
British poet. “ Consistency though art a jewel,”
and if he did not see on the  platform around him
the same faces that he saw at the meetings held
last week, he would exclaim mconsistency though
art a devil. lle compared the Temperance cause
to the ex in the parable that had fallen into s yit.
They would take it out, and it would be Jound to
plough well with the Gospel. The rev. gentieman
stated that he bad stood on that platform 10 years
ago t) plead for temperance, he nasrated some of his 3
travels since,and sard be had much plessure in again
occupying the place he did. He referred to the late
Mr. Strong who was there then,and an ardeat well-
wisher of temperance, He cited a text from Co-
rinthians—** [ speak unto wise men : judge ye
what I say,” or':“whith he made -

. He also cited the text jrom Romans
—% It is good neither to eat Mlesh nor to drink
wine, nor any ,thing whereby thy brother stum- .
bleth, ot is offended, or is made weak.” ‘This
was one of the finest temperance maxims that
ever was wiitten, He referred to Father Chini-
quy and his success, hailing him as a jellow work-~
er, in spite of rian differences of creed. He
depicted some of the horrors of drunkenness. He
concluded by stating that he had given the Recka-
bites a promise of delivering an address to them
before he lef\ the city.
