Head in
Canadian Capital.

It
waa while Sir Edmund Head was Gov-
ernor  that the choice of Ottawa as
wupital was made, and tradition has it
thut the selection of the site now ocen-
pisd by the Purliament buildings was
made by Lady Head.

She is visiting
tamily friends in Quebec, the intimacy
dating back to the period when Sir Ed-
mund Head represented the Queen in
Canada.

QUOTE ACT'OF 1862

As  Legalizing Present

C.P.R. Stock Issue.

Ottawa ,Oct. 7.—-An officia Istatembat
by the Government respecting the Cana-
dian Pacific stock issue was not forth-
coming to-day, but the facts in the case
are as follows:

In August last application was made
to the Government by the C. P. R. for
authority to issue an additional $60,000,
000 of ite capital stock. This application
bas not yet been dealt with by the
Governunent, while no arrangement or
agreement as to price or terms or com-
ditiona of issue was reached. The com-
pany no wasgserts that, under the legis-
Iation affecting it, Parliament has con-
ferred the right to issue ordinary shares
of capital stock in lieu of consolidated
debentures.

The legislation under which appar-
ently the company now proposes to issue
atock is contained in chapter 35 of the
Act of 1892, as follows: *“The company
being first authorized so to do by a vote
of at Jeast two-thirds of its shareholders,
present or represcnted at a spocial gen-:
eral meeting, may at any time issue

‘ordinary shares of capital stock in lien

whenever it shall do so then the right
to issue comsolidated debenture stock
shall cease.”

The eection makes its necessary to
obtain the consent of the Government
for the issue of any capital stock in
addition to that iesued by authority of
the section above quoted.

LOCATE BY PROXY

OntarioGovernment Amends
Homestead Regulations.

Toronto, Oct. 7.—In response to =&
pressing demand from organizations :in
Timiskaming district, the Department of
Lands, Forests and Mines have reiaxed
the home-teading reguiations to allow
a settler to h:fe his' land cleared by
another than himeelf until he is ready
to take up occupation.

The change in the regulations, se
explained by Hon. W. H. Hearst yester-
day, is such that a man may loeste land
without going into. personal occupation
of it. He must, however, have an agent
in oocupation. So far as residency is
concerned the regulation is not relaxed.
But if the prospective eettler puts an-
other party on the land, dounble the
amount of clearing required by the
regulations must be done, and not less
than five acres the first year. The otker
conditions as to buildings, ete., are
allowed to remain the same.

The efiect of this, the Miniater pointed
out, is that a settler may not wish to
take his family into the bush, but weuld
prefer to have the place cleared and the
buildings ready for occupancy before he
moves in himself. The change has heen
advocated for many years by those in
the Tim'skaming district, and the Asso-
cinted Boards of Trade have also memo-
rialized the Government on the subject,
The change was made by the depart-
ment only recently, although it has been
tacitly understood for some tims.

Canners Want to BringSup-
plies From States Free.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—Jt is learned thas

representatives of the capning industry
have been in Ottawa petitioning the

Government to allow the canneries to
buy supplies in the United States, bring-
ing them free of duty into Canads can-
ned, and then to be allowed to put the
labels of the Canadian companies on the
cans for disposal to customers.

The petitioners declare that owing to
adverse weather conditions this year
they will not be able to get tomatoes
and possibly some other lines of vege-
tables in sufficient quantity in Canada
to fill their orders. Consequently, they
would like & temporary suspension by
order in Council of the duty on canned
tomatoes and other vegetables, but so
guarded that the consumer will not get
any reduction in the cost of living.
