Disintegration is necessary to fer­
tility because the roots of plants can 
feed on matters only dissolved from 
surfaces, and the more finely wo pul­
verize the soil, the more surface wc 
expose.

Under-draining causes a more even 
distribution of nutritious matters 
among those parts of the soil tra­
versed by roots, because it increases 
the facility with which water circu­
lates through it, descending by its 
own weight, moving sideways to find 
its level, or carried upward by capil­
lary attraction to supply the evapor- 
tiou at the surface. By this con­
tinued action of water, the soluble 
matters of one part of the soil may 
bo carried to some destitute part and 
even distribution constantly main­
tained.

Under-draining prevents land from 
becoming hard, baking, or cracking. 
This is accomplished by the constant 
admission of air, which contains 
oxygen ;. thus kcepiug JIR deforopo-_. 
sit ion and disintegration, and by 
moisture and heat.

The advantages of undcr-draiuing 
may be, summed up as follows :

It improves the mechanical texture 
of the soil for the germination^of the 
seed and growth of the plant.

It hastens the decomposition of 
roots and çtber organic matter.

It accelerates the disintegration of 
the mineral matters in the soil.

It furnishes an increased supply of 
atmospheric fertilizers.

It entirely prevents drought.
It dc .'pens the soil by removing an 

excess of1 water and infusing it with 
the fertilizing substances of the at­
mosphere.

It warms the lower portions of the 
soil.

It causes a more even distribution 
of nutritious substances among those 
parts of the soil occupied by roots.

It renders soil earlier in the spring

UNDER-DRAINING DEEPENS
THE SOIL. /AGc

Every fanner knows that a deep it, 
soil is better than a shallow one, be­
cause it furnishes a more extensive 
feeding groundjor the roots of plants- 
By striking down deeply, the roots 
hold the plants firmly in t' o ground 
no, that they cannot be dra m out by 
wind#, or thrown out by the frost in 
winter and spring, during which it is 
so liable to be killed. By the admis 
sion of eir, and the decay of roots 
it renders the condition of tho subsoil 
snob that it may bo brought up and 
mixed with the surface soil without 
injuring its quality.

Under-draining hastens the decom­
position ot roots and other organic 
matters in the soil, by admitting in­
creased quantities of air to supply 
oxygon, '■ Melt is -, essential in decay 
as it is in combustion.

It also accelerates the disintegra­
tion of mineral matters \u tho soil by 
admitting water and oxygeq to keep 
up the proeeae,.

tVILL DRAINING PAY?
In England, where the'science of 

draining is beat understood and its 
utility thc most thoroughly demon­
strated, many farmcrs.give it as their 
experience that under-drains pay for 
themselves every three years, or that 
they produce a perpetual profit of 
thirty-three and a half per cent, on 
their original cost. This is thc 
opiuion of practical men (not tliccn 
rists) who know from experience that 
under-drains arc beneficial.

Perhaps the most satisfactory evi 
dencc of the utility of under-draining 
j/s the position which the English 

overmnent lias taken iu regard to 
and which affords much protection 

to thc agricultural interests of her 
people.

A very large sum has been appro­
priated from the public treasury “ as 
a ftind for loans” on under-drains, 
which is lent to farmers for the pur­
pose of under-draining their estates, 
the only security given being the 
enhanced value of the soil. The in­
terest on these loans is fift per cent 
and thc time allowed for payment is 
twenty years. ’ By reason of such 
governmental aid thc wealth of the 
kingdom lias been rapidly increased, 
while the farmers themselves have 
raised their farms to a tighpr'state 
of fertility without immediate invest­
ment. Private capitalists in England
