A Train is now running hetween New
York and Boston, which is not only heat-
ed by live steam drawn from the locomo-
tive, but is lighted by the incandescent
eleotric light. There is therefore but one
fire in the entire tramn, and that one is
the boiler furnace. The steam-heating
system is -uwisd with steam from the
dome of the boiler by an automatic pres-
sure valve, and the heat in each car can
be regulated by a special valve. The in-
candescent lamps, of which there are
twenty or sixteen candle-power in each
car, are supplied with eleotricity from &
nest of Julien storage batteries, and the
lightening system of each car is independ-
ent of the others. The light is pure, clear
and steady, and the cars are =0 brilliant-
ly lit that it is ible to read in them
with pleasure. The electric lighting sys-
tem in use on this train is probably as ex-
pensive as it appears to be perfect, and
it would be too much to ask that All£n-
senger trains should be equipped with it,
