A New Goal-Breaker.—A safety car­
tridge of a novel kind has been intro­
duced by Dr. Kosmann, of Breslau, for 
use in coal mines. A glass tube haying 
tiyo divisions, contains finely divided 
metallic zinc in one part and sulphuric 
acid in the other. The cartridge is in­
troduced and the hole bored to receive 
it is firmly closed, when the tube is bro­
ken by means of an iron rod. The sul­
phuric acid is thus brought into contact 
with the zinc, and the rapid evolution of 
hydrogen gas which follows exerts a 
pressure on the sides of the hole estima­
ted at 37,000 atmospheres and rends the 
rock.

The majority of peo­
ple are not very sensitive perhaps ; yet we 
should think that they might prefer to 
have their flour come from some mill 
other than that erpctgd on a cholera bury­
ing ground in which the coffins art yet 
perfect and the bones of the dead distin­
guishable.—St. John Globe. )

traps and other gear lyprp des, 
troyed, which will make it diffi­
cult to continue the business at many of 
the canneries any further this season. 
The tide was the highest known for a 
number of years, and considerable damage 
was done to fishing establishments all 
along the const. We are sorry to hear 
this. The lobster industry is of immense 
value to the people of this Province, and 
the loss sustained by those engaged in it 
s to be regretted.

HOW POTATOES GROW.

Most seeds grow by first absorbing 
moisture, then swelling and putting 
forth a germ and roots to sustain it. 
Hence-they require some dampness in 
their seed bed. But the potato is not 
a seed. Its first nutriment is from 
the starch stored in the set and plant­
ed with it. Hence not only is damp­
ness not essential to starting po’atoes 
but it is even detrimental. If pota­
toes are covered with dry earth they 
will come up quicker than they will 
if covered with that which is wet. 
This is partly because dry earth in 
the same temperature of air is warmer. 
When a potato has been cut the sur­
face of tbe wound must dry over be­
fore tbe eyes will start. If planted 
freshly-cut in very wet ground pota­
toes often rot, especially il this is 
early while the soil is cold. But as 
soon as the germ is above the surface, 
or even before, fine roots start from 
the base of the eyes and catchiqg 
bold of the fine soil soon do away 
with dependence on plant food stored 
in the set. If the soil is rich and in 
fine tilth the seed may be safely cut 
much smaller than where it is poor 
and cloddy.—Cultivator.

LITTLE WASTES.

Manure, the farmer’s bank stock, 
in liquid form flows away the 
stream and is lost. Old machinery, 
in which are many good bolts and 
screws, are allowed to rust out in the 
field. In an emergency, be drives an 
overworked horse to the nearest town 
or shop to duplicate ap article that 
should have been preserved from the 
old one. He fails to keep his tools 
in perfect order, and in baying time, 
when the weather is threatening, a 
tire rolls off, a bolt is missing. And 
down comes the rain and up goes the 
temper. The missing shingle is never 
replaced, and a constant leak finds 
its way to the grain bin and then he 
growls because his wheat is docked 
for dampness. Odds and ends of 
lumber remain where the last job is 
finished, curling up and becoming 
worthless in t|to hot sun. Good tools 
often keep company with the perish­
ing boards. The weaklings of his 
herds and flocks are allowed to re­
main with the strong until they droop 
away and die. This man tells a con­
tinued story of bad season» weather 
top hqt or too cold, too wet or too 
dry, taxes too high. No intellectual 
shadow falls across his pessimistic 
path, and ho never reaches the goal 
of the successful farmer.—Farm and 
Sfocty.

A frequent mistake in hay-making 
is to over-dry the hay. Not only is 
the^hay better when housed or stacked 
as soon as possible after cutting as it 
will keep, but the risk of getting the 
prop damaged by rains is avoided. 
The views of farmers have changed 
very materially in later vears in re­
gard to the amount of drying neces­
sary to insure the keeping of hoy. 
Experience has shown that much less 
drying is necessary than was formerly 
supposed to be required, especially if 
the bay is put in a tight barn. If it 
sweats and heats some, that need not 
cause alarm, for, to a limited extent, 
this is no harm.

DAIRY AND STOCK TOPICS.

The best butter is made on the old 
pasture.

CROP PROSPECTS IN THE U. S.

Rochester, N. Y., July 10.—From 
over 500 reports from special correspon­
dents, the American Rural Home makes a 
summary of the crops of the country as 
follows:

Unprecedented heat accompanied by 
dry weather ever since the first of July 
is telling very severely upon meadows 
and pastures. Spring wheat, oats and 
grass crops, are all now more or less in­
jured by the extremes of weather during 
the growing season. The winter wheat 
harvest is over with the exception ol 
Michigan, where it is being rapidly fin­
ished. North of Ohio river the crop is 
secured generally in good condition, 
Stacking and threshing are progressing, 
and an early movement is looked lor. 
The weather is very fine for securing 
crops. The yield is about the same as 
that of 1875, which was generally be­
low the average. Oats are very irregular. 
In land early sown they are headed out 
and are turning good, but the late sown 
are indifferent in length and the stand is 
poor. In spring wheat the yield is var­
iously estimated all the way front 25 to 
40 per cent., according to locality. Corn 
is holding its own well, but it must have 
rain within the next 10 days to ensure a 
crop.
