î There is still no positive assurance 
that the east end mountain top people 
will have a water supply within the 
next two or three weeks, although Chair­
man Clark, of the Fire and Water Com­
mittee, expressed the opinion this after­
noon that a satisfactory arrangement 
would be made with the Cataract Power 
Company to-morrow or the first thing 
next week. It appears that the delay is 
due to aldermen who persist in playing 
to the grand stand. The Council at its 
last meeting, nearly two weeks ago, in­
structed the sub-committee to make a 
contract with the Cataract Company for 
a period not exceeding one year, and on 
the distinct understanding that it was 
not to prejudice the city's case. It is 
quite clear that if any alderman had 
any objection to a contract of this kind 
being made, or to a committee confer­
ring with the company the proper place 
to object was in the Council. Not a 
•ingle alderman spoke against it. 
Yet when it came time for the sub­
committee to confer with the 
QQmpany this morning, Aid. Hopkins, 
Who has delayed matters by opposing 
the advice and recommendations of City 
Engineer Macallum, evidently preferring 
to take the advice of the men who are 
trying to sell engines to the city, said 
he did not care to go to the company 
because some of his constituents were 
opposed to it. When the council named 
trie committee the alderman from No. 0 
ward made no objection to being placed

The general opinion in the City Hall 
is that Aid. Hopkins, who is credited 
with Mayoralty aspirations, is working 
overtime to make a little capital for 
himself out of a matter which the coun­
oil was practically unanimous in settling. 
His action in this matter is very similar 
to the course he pursued when the pow­
er by-law was being voted on. He sec­
onded the resolution sending the by-law 
to the people, and was silent in the coun­
cil when the aldermen were invited to 
■ùggest any amendment. After the 
Council disposed of the matter Dr. Hop­
kins admitted that he hammered the 
by-law and told people it was “rotten.’*

Chairman Clark, Aid. Morris, Secre­
tary James and City Solicitor Waddell 
attended the conference this morning. 
The company showed a desire to meet 
the city more than half way, and it was 
decided that the city solicitor should 
draw up a new by-law.

Wataeka, Ill., July 21.—The special 
grand jury called to investigate the 
shooting of J. B. Sayler, the Orescent 
City banker, adjourned late this after­
noon. Indictments were returned 
against Dr. W. R Miller, Mrs. Lucy 
Sayler and John C. Or linden, charging 
them with murder in the first degree, 
and against Ira Grunden as an accessory 
after the fact, charging that he did 
•'harbor, conceal and assist” the other 
three, knowing them to have committed 
the crime charged.

The indictment against the three 
principe/* contains fourteen counts, 
charging them with the shooting in dif 
ferent ways, and one count charging 
that Miller committed homicide alone 
and that Mrs. Sayler and John Grunden 
previously advised and encouraged 
aided and abetted him.

The grand jurors readily voted the in­
dictments against the three principals, 
hut declined to indict Ira Grunden as 
I participant in the shooting. There 
was some opposition to finding indict­
ments against him, and seven jurors 
are said to have voted in favor of set­
ting him free. Ira Grunden is a brother 
of Mrs. Sayler and a son of John Grun­
den. The evidence showed that he waa 
tinder the influence of liquor and had 
gone to bed in another room some time 
lie fore the shooting occurred, and was 
aroused by the noise of the pistol and 
the disturbance that accompanied the 
killing of Sayler. The jurors did not 
believe there was enough evidence to 
connect him directly with the shooting, 
but finally voted to hold him on the 
minor charge.

Ira Crunden wa« arreted at Wataeka 
„ 1 Df' Mill<*r's pistol in his pocket, 

after the verdict of the coroner's in­
quest. Mrs. Sayler is said to have given 
the weapon to him to deliver to State's 
Attorney Palliward.
