Tobacco water
was the most saccessful in destroying the in-
pects, ' eithqr b¥y penetrating their bodies
direo#ly through the pores of the skin, or by
mingling with the juice of the bud, and being
taken into their bodies by suction.” Some
who tried Paridgreen thought it destroyed
the vitality of the’bu :

The method of preparing the kerosene mix-
ture is as follows :—Two parts of refined ker-
osene oil and one part sour milk are violent-
ly churned together, and soon form a com-
pound of the consistency of lard in sumper
weather, called kerosene butter. To this may
be added from twelve fo.sixteen times ita
bulk of water, and when stirred together the
mixture will still be strong enough in kero-
sene to kill the 3phis,’ bark lice, and many
other insects, snd yet not injure the foliage of
thetree. Care should be taken when experi-
menting with kerosene, as tog strong a mix-
ture might prove injurious to the buds as well
s the insects,

COLORADO POTATO BEETLE.

Nova Scotian exchanges ahnounce that
this most destructive insect is causing con-
siderable annoyance to farmers in that pro-
vince, and that there is every possibility of
the crop being ruined by its ravages, Ad-
vices from other parts of Canada indicate its
presence, but thereis another species of the
doryphora (D. juncta) that the casual ob-
server would pronounce identical, and it is
not improbable thit some of our. farmers
have taken it for the dreaded potato bug:

3kat while it subsists on solanaceous plants
it refuses to,touch potato leaves, The eggs
of the beetle are of a degp orange colour, and
are deposited on the un side of the leaf,
where they develop into larvie, ass a
reddish yellow ¢olour.

‘What is generally known as the Colorado
beetle (Doryphora 10-lneata) is of a regular
pval form, very convex ‘above, and flat
beneath, its colour being of “a bright straw
yellow colour, with ten stripes upon the hack
of ita closed wing covers. 1t1is about fifty years
since this insect was first mo some
bhundred miles west of the Mississi on the
Missouri river, but it no doubt always existed
in that region, living upon the wild 'plants
growing there. - It was not until 186F that it
sttacked the potato, when it made such an
onslaught that the vines in different places in
Kansas and Western Iowa were stripped
of evﬁnvuﬁgq of .their leaves, the :l.nre
stalks

The three-lined potato beetle is related to
the above, but not generally so destructive,
Itis of a bright lemon-yellow colour, with
three black stripes upon its closed wing covers,
and bears a striking resemblance to the yel-
low stri cucamber ' beetle, but is readily
distingvished from that insect having a
ellow instead of a black head. Three-lined
; are to be found almost every year on
potato vines, but rarely in sufficient numbers
te cause any alarm.
There is only one way to deal with potato
bugs when they take possession of a field,
that is to kill them. In a small patch
thebest plan to adopj is to catch them in a
tin and them with fire, but this
wouﬁ:l not ba itious enough in a 20-acre
field. To cause their destruction on a large
scale poison is the only remedy, and for this

Caterpillars in great numbers have put
ia their appearance in Colchester and other
neighbouring counties in Nova Scotia, and
have even been in such ,masses on the
railway tracks as to impede trains, They
have stripped much vegetation in the suburbs
of Halifax city, and many fields of potatoes
have been destroyed:: A slender worm,
&bout an inch long, is, eompletely eating the
core out of them. It has been gbservablc also
in this vicinity that great quantities of leaves
have fallen irom the trees, which is attribut-
ablato the operation of some kind of worm.

Soaking corn, peas, or beflbs is seldom an
advantage and often an -injury to their
growth, There is, or should be, moisture
enough in the seed bed to cause these seeds
to germinate, and as they swell by an apsorp-
tion of water they compact the loose soil
around them so that the roots take immediate
hold, If the seeds have been swelled by
soaking before planting, the soil cannot
afterwards be so well compacted. There are
pome seeds, as carrots and parsnips, which
require several 8ays to push forth the seed
leaf. These may properly be soaked and
then slightly dried before planting.

Barnysrds shouM be kept dry, though it
does not follow that it is advisable to run an
underdrain into or throngh them. Besides
the waste of manure there is the danger that
foul water will choke ‘the drains and make
them worthless their entire Iength. The ma-
nure water has a great attraction for rooting
grass or grain, which will fill the tilesata
distance of two and a half or three feet under
ground.

When killed the Canada thistle is
of some use as a fertilizer ; before death it is
a pest for any purpose.

Latespring always brings discontent to the
farmer. He is anxious to get his crops in,
and gets uneasy if his corn and other crops
are not plan at the same time as in previ-
ous-years, Very much of this anxiéty is en-
tirely unnecessary, The date is not the im-
portant factor in planting. The conditions
tp be desired are a warm and not & wet soil
and a settled temperature. Nothing is
gained by planting mgst crops before these
conditions can be relied upon. The last half
of June and the months of July and August
are the seasons for growth, and a few days’
delay in springis no hindrance to good crops.
A prominent farmer in Michi has the
reputation of planting his corn tie latest, and
baving the best crops of any of his neigh-
bours, Plants shoul irow rapidly from the
time they sprout from the seed. Iyt is no ad-
vantage, but rather a disadvantage, to have
them stand still waiting for congenial weather,

So far as possible the farmer shonld keep
sround him young stock, the value of which
will increase, rather than deteriorate, by
lapse of time, If he does not do this more of
his apparent profits than heis aware of will
be required to réplace old cows and old
horses ; besides, the returns from animals
past their prime are always much less, while
their cost of keeping is often greater than in
the case of young stock,

The length of time thata young heifer
keeps in milk after her first calf is likely to
measure her staying qualities for all after ﬁ(e.
For this reason {loug heifers should have
their first calf in the fall. By good care and
ensilaged food in winter an abundant flow
can be established, which can more easily be’
kept up the next summer.  1f heifers calve in
the spring they are very liable to go dry
early m the next fall.

One of the best remedies for heaves in
" horses is to feed with their grain or meal once
a day the following mixture :—Three grains
arsenious acid, one dram bicarbonate of
potass, one-half dram iodide of potassinm,
and two drams of ground ginger.  The ginger
alone is excellent .for horses only slightly
affected ; but for true heaves the mixture
above described is better, The oats or hay
fed should be moistened, while clover hay
should not be given at any time to a horse
whose wind is affected.

To' keep grubs from the head of sheep,
procure a trough and spread a half inch of
tar on the bottom of it, upon which scatter a
little salt, The sheep will tar their noses in
getting the salt, and the fly which its
the that produces the grab will not
enter nostril. This is a much easier
method of spplyinlg the tar than to attempt
to do it by hand. The tar should be renewed
two or three times during the season.

Sheep are onie of the best kinds of stock to
keep in orchards, After a little practice
they will pick up fallen fruit quicker than
m,nd’lhil,u.ofu very important, as she

‘ni moth worm y leaves the
soon after it drops. But, with either
or hogs, sufficient food must be supplied or
the trees will < be barked.
