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Our Financial Position.

The statement of Provincial re-, 
ceipts and expenditures for the 
year 1904, published in another 
column shows, as we briefly 
pointed out last week, that the 
Government spent $375,880.13, 
while they received only $307,- 
730.50, leaving a deficit on the 
year's transactions of $68,149.63. 
The interest statement for the 
year is $29,334.76, instead of $26,- 
334.76, as we inadvertently said 
in our last issue. But this is not 
the full amount of interest ac 
crued against the Province during 
the year. The sura of $3,408.90 
accumulated on the loans account 
That brings the interest charge 
up to $32,743.66, and it is quite 
likely this does fully account for 
all the interest for which the 
Province is liable; we may be sure 
there is still a little more.

When the Conservatives went 
out of power in 1891, the debt 
against the Province was $128,- 
429.21, and deducting the debt 
inherited from the Davies Gov­
ernment, only $76,688.34 of this 
was contracted by the Conserva­
tives. The interest paid by the 
Conservatives in 1890, the last 
year in which they controlled the 
Provincial finances, amounted to 
$2,697.44. Because of this trifl­
ing debt and this financial show­
ing, ostensibly at least, the Con­
servative Government of that day 
were held up to public execration, 
and our Liberal friends arraigned 
them, from one end of this prov­
ince to the other and denounced 
them as a reckless and an ex­
travagant Government. Only give 
them power, they said, and the era 
of deficits would bo at an end ; re­
venue and expenditure would hence­
forth mao'. Unfortunately for the 
Province, the people seemed to take 
these declarations seriously; they de­
feated the Conservatives at the polls 
and the Liberals came into offioe.

This change of Government took 
place fourteen years ago, and now 
let us see how our Liberal friends 
have kept their promises; let us sec 
how the deficits have disappeared; 
lat us see how revenue and expendi­
ture have clasped bands during all 
these years, The deficits instead of 
disappearing as was promised, have 
gone on accumulating until they 
now aggregate $590,088.33,an aver­
age of $45,391 40 for the last thir­
teen years. The Provincial debt 
has increased from $128,429.21 to 
$730,222.73 according to the Gov­
ernment’s own showing ; that is to 
say $601,793.52 more than it was 
when the Liberals came into power. 
The interest charge has increased 
from $2,697 44 to $32,743 66, an 
increase of $30 046.22 above what it 
was in 1890, the last year lor which 
the Conservatives are responsible. 
These figures certainly indie ate the 
utter insincerity and falsity of the 
Government in the matter of wip­
ing cut deficits and making revenue 
and expenditure meet.

Afiep playing false all these years 
and in most reckless fashion rolling 
up this huge burden of debt and 
committing the Province to this en­
ormous interest charge, the Govern­
ment, through their organ, have tl e 
temerity to tell tbe public that we 
have practically no debt at all, in­
asmuch as we have to our credit at 
Ottawa a sum sufficient to meet the 
debt and leave a smell surplus.

And Whereas we believe that the new 
branches of education proposed to be 
taught in the Rural Schools amongst 
which are “ Nature Study,’’ " Domestic ! 
Science,” “ Manual framing,” will cre­
ate in the children an interest in Agri­
culture and Horticultural pursuit», and : 
a love for the rural homes, and will be 
the means of keeping on the farms many j 
who would otherwise seek employment 
in the cities and elsewhere which wou-d 
neither be as profitable to themselves or 
as advantageous to tne Province.

Be it Therefore Resolved by this Légis­
lative Assembly in Parliament convened 
that the grateful thanks of onr people 
fae conveyed to Sir William O. McDon- 
,ld for his princely benefactions and 

jndioions expenditures so freely and 
wisely given to this, his native Province, 
as also to the other provinces of the Do­
minion.

The resolution was seconded by Mr.
