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NOT A POSSIBLE ENEMY.
It has long been a British maxim 

that Britain’s fleet should equal in 
strength any two fleets that might be 
combined against it.

There were two ways of securing this 
preponderance. Either Britain had 
to launch a new battleship for every 
one built by any other maritime pow­
er; or Britain must use her overpow­
ering fleet to prevent other nations 
buildings fleets—by threats or by gun­
fire, as might be necessary.
. Wise or otherwise, Britain chose the 
pacific course and matched herself 
against the world in a race for naval 
construction. She presumed no right 
to prevent others building ships, nor 
did she raise pretexts on which to de­
stroy their small but growing fleets.
Instead, she admitted that anyone who 
wanted to build a warship was free 
to do so and announced her intention 
of building one as good or a trifle 
better,
e It was a heroic course, whether the 
wisest in the long run or not. If it 
erred, it erred in the direction of in­
ternational freedom of action, of non­
interference, of peace so long as peace 
were possible, and of trusting tha- 
peace would always be compatible 
with her own security. Britain has 
held in her hands the fate of the Ger­
man and, or every other fleet in the 
world, for by a sudden concentration 
and attack at- same time or other she 
could have destroyed any one of them.
Wisely or unwisely she held her hand 
And allowed them to grow in security, 
each one putting upon her as it grew 
the buflden of building more warships.

It is easy enough from this dist­
ance to censure the Arkansas men 
who in spite of the threats of a judge, 
broke into a penitentiary and lynched 
a negro accused of assault on a white 
woman. That is because from a dist­
ance one looks on the offence with cool 
reason and says the law should be 
left to inflict the penalty; while in 
the presence of the crime cool reason 
gives way to passion. The setting 
aside of law ought of course to be 
always deplored and must be punished 
if proper respect for it is to be pre­
served. It is to be said for these 
men, however, that they wore no 
masks, thus assuming full personal 
responsibility for the blood they shed. 
This suggests that the law may not 
liold a very high place in the opin­
ions of a large proportion of that com­
munity. Justice delayed, or a popular 
belief that justice has been outwitted 
by legal cleverness, sometimes begets 
an impatience with law and an un­
willingness to rely upon it for the 
punishment of crime and the protec­
tion of life and pfyfierty.

The courier on -the beat from Peace 
Hills to Edmonton w-as halted by an 
Indian when on his way in on Tues­
day. The Indian seized his bridle 
and was laid out by a blow from 
the butt of the courier’s revolver.

A portion of the Whitefish Lake 
hand of Indians arrived in town on 
Saturday, accompanied by E. R. 
fiteiahauer, the Methodist mission 
teacher at Goodfish Lake, 'they re­
quired provisions, which were fur­
nished b - the Indian agent. They 
left on Wednesday.

The rifles with which the last train 
of teamsters coming in from Calgary 
were armed were taken from them 
on their return trip and kept here. 
.Fifteen were sent to St. Albert on 
Saturday to arm the detachment of 
the St. Albert home guard on scout­
ing service. Three more were sent 
out on Monday.

Saturday was a busy day at the 
supply office in the Fort. One hun­
dred carts were dispatched to Vic­
toria, loaded. Over one hundred 
wagons were sent to Calgary light, 
three scows were loaded, outfitted 
and started down the river with No. 
4 company of the Light Infantry on 
hoard and all was done by one 
o’clock in the afternoon.

Night before last Mr. Thomas An­
derson, crown timber agent, resident 
on the south side, near the Indian 
reserve, had two horses, a cow and 
two young animals stolen from his 
field. tah-Koots and seven or eight 
of the Two Hills hand of Créés dis­
appeared the same night, and it is 
supposed have accompanied the 
stock. They had not been pursued 
up to yesterday evening.

Mrs. St. Germain, wile of the man 
now held prisoner at Fort Saskatche­
wan, as a spy of Reil’s, came in from 
Battle River on Monday last. She 
knows nothing of her husband hav­
ing any correspondence with Riel. 
She says that, being hard up this 
spring, he sold a horse to Mr. Lucas, 
at the government farm, and came 
in to Edmonton to get the price re­
ceived in supplies, with which to put 
in his crop. HU arrest has left 
her practically destitute, and as she 
lias a son lying at the point of death, 
of consumption, the case is one of 
peculiar hardship. During the Red 
River rebellion her husband was im­
prisoned by Riel because lie would 
not take part in it. She came in to 
see her husband and to procure some 
assistance for the support of herself 
and family.

Arumor was current in town on 
Saturday last that a party of half- 
breeds, headed by Riel, had been

seen near the Sturgeon River mill on 
the previous day, and created quite 
an excitement, as many people did 
not believe the report (if his capture. 
The story was that on Friday even­
ing a party of three men, well mount­
ed and armed, two of them half- 
breeds and the third a white man, 
.were seen coming towards Edmon­
ton cn the Athabasca trail. They 
called at a house and enquired if the 
parties had seen an old man drive 
past a short time before. They were 
answered in the negative, when they 
turned and went towards the mill. 
They met one of the lay brothers who 
are employed at the mill and re­
peated the enquiry to him in English. 
He did not understand them and 
they asked again in French., He 
had not seen such a person and ask­
ed them where they were from and 
where they were going. They re­
plied that they were from Lae La 
Biche and were going to Edmonton. 
They then rode back on the road they 
came on. In times like the present 
suspicions are easily aroused, and 
when the neighbors talked the mat­
ter over and the white man was des­
cribed to one who knew Riel well, 
the conclusion that the stranger was 
the rebel' chief was jumped at. The 
supposition was that Riel had eluded 
Middleton after his defeat and had 
come to Edmonton to raise trouble 
here and make his final stand, as 
was reported to be his first inten­
tion. Word was taken to Fort 
Saskatchewan at once, but no notice 
was taken of the matter. There was 
quite a talk concerning the affair all 
day Saturday until it became known 
that the notorious Riel was Peter 
Pruden, a trader of Lac La Biche, 
who, for safety, had come in by the 
Athabasca road, and the old man lie 
was enquiring for was his father, 
who had taken a wrong trail.

Omaha, Neb., May 28.—Beginning

Including the ue- 
wards of $24,000 for the Union Paci­
fic robbers, these men now have a 
price of $90,000 on their heads.
