Royal Commission’s Counsel Inter-
view in Minneapolis Man Who A.
W. Faulkner Said Gave Old Bills
to Clarke in Cashing Draft for
$50,000.

While the Royal Commission on
the A. & G. W. were en rouie to To
ronto from Winnipeg they stopped
off for some hours at Minneapolis.
The reason that the Commission

counsel, Messrs, Walsh and John-
stone, had for this was to investigate
the statements made by W. A. Faulk-
ner, one of the Athabasca Syndicate,
at Winnipeg, to the effect that a
friend of his, by the name of Reece P,
Newport, had zccommodated Clarke,
president of the Waterways, by cash-
ing a draft for a large amount while
he was en route to some part of
Canada, presumably Edmonton, last
summer.

The inference at the time the evi-
dence was given was that this money
was to be paid to political parties in
Edmonton as a reward for services or
for some other unknown purposes.

Newport Denies Story.

While in Minneapolis the Commis-
sion counsel interviewed Newport and
he gave an emphatic denial to the
story as told by .Faulkner that he
had given Clarke old bills for a
large amount in cashing a draft.

The denial was accepted by Mr.
Walsh, who made a statement before
the Commission at its meeting in
Toronto with reference to what he
had learned from Newport.

The evidence given by Faulkner
in Winnipeg, which was denied by
Newport, was as follows:

CONCERNING LORD'S DAY ACT. |

Supreme Court' at Ottawa Hearing
Saskatchewan-Alberta Case.

Ottawa, ‘May 17—The Supreme court
took up today a reference from the
governor-general-in-council ~of ques-
tions respecting section 873A of the
criminal code and section 17 of the
Lord’s Day act. Section 878 of the
code provides that the bill of indict-
ment for any offence may be preferred
before the grand jury by the attorney
general or any one directed by him
or by any one with the written con-
sent of '‘the attorney general or a
judge. By 61 and Edward VII, C.H.
8, section 873A was added, providing
that in Saskatchewan and Alberta a
bill of indictment shall not be neges-
sary but a formal charge in writing
by the attorney general or an agent
of the attorney general or any one
with the written consent of the at-
torney general or a judge, shall be
sufficient.

Questions referred were whether or
not under 873A, a preliminary enquiry
before a magistrate is necessary and
if the deputy attorney general can
himself prefer a charge or give au-
thority to some other person to do so.
Also whether or not the deputy can
grant leave of the attorney general
under section 17 of the Lord’s Day
act. A preliminary discussion, start-
ed from the bench, took place as to
the power of the court to deal with
these abstract questions or the pro-
priety of doing so after it has power.
Argument then proceeded on the
merits of the questions. Newecombe,
K.C., deputy minister of justice, ap-
peared for the Dominion. government.
Forde, K.C., deputy attorney general
for the province of Saskatchewan, and
C. A. Grant for Alberta.

IMPERIAL PIONEERS
HECKLED IN LONDON

No Mercy Shown the Men Who Would
Tell the People of Britain Why
They Need Tariff Reform—Troop-
er Mulloy One of the Speakers.

London, May 13—Some rather amus-
ing accounts of the meetings which
the “Imperial Pioneers” addresser, or
rather attempted to address. in Lon-
don are given in recent issues of the
London Daily <Chronicle. The *“‘Im-
perial Pioneers,” it may be explained,
are men from the outer empire who
have undertaken to tell the people of
Britain why they should adopt a sys-
tem of protection. One of the number
is Hr. L. W. R. Mulloy, the Canadian
trooper who lost his eyesight while
serving in South Africa with one of
the OCanadian contingents. Here is an
account of a meeting at Rotherhithe:

Rotherhithe had a turn of the “Im-
perial Pioneers™ in the town hall last
night, and enjoyed itself to its heart’s
content. It must be admitted that the
Radicals of he riverside borough were
not extravagantly courteous to the
“Pioneers.”. The meeting began, con-
tinued, and ended in disorder, varied
with the singing of the ‘“Land Song”
and cheers for Mr. Lloyd-George.

It is an instructive feature of these
meetings that the promoters receive
no local support on the platform.
and last evening the two “‘Pioneers”
—Mr. Mulloy, “of Canada,” and Mr.
Hannon, “of S8outh Africa”—who ven-
tured to face the Rotherhithe acdi-
ence had as their sole supporter and
Chairman Captain Pounds, “from Aus
tralia.”” The entertainment began
when Captain Pounds rose to open the
proceedings, and the height of its
humor was reached when a working-
man rose, and, referring to the chair-
