Second Charge Disproved.
Charge No. 2: That thirty of these!

Who, Then, Cut the Wires?
Charge No. 5: That the box sent

This may be true. If true, the tam­
pering/was apparently done after the 
hoxeS for Norris Brothers had been 
made—because these boxes—made 
after this pattern had net ihe wire 
cilt at the corners.
