A Labor Union’s Label.

The question of the right of a labor union 
to protect against imitation the distinc­
tive mark it may put on union-made goods 
came up in the case of Wm. V. Todd vs. 
Brener Bros, before Justice Robertson at 
Toronto Tuesday. All the parties are resi­
dents of this city. Mr. Todd's cigar manu­
factory is a union shop; Messrs Brener’s is 
not. Mr. Todd has been putting the well- 
known union blue label on the goods he 
makes, and at the request of some of his 
customers Messrs. Brener procured from the 
States imitations of the union label and was 
putting them upon his boxes. The present 
action is to stop this and protect the union 
label from counterfeit. Mr. Osler, for 
the plaintiff, contended that by the 
fictitious labels inferior goods made 
by inferior workmen were palmed off 
upon the public as the product of 
the members of the union. Mr. G. C. 
Gibbons, Q.C., of this city, counsel for the 
defense, admitted that the foreign labels 
were made to imitate the union labels, but 
contended that the International Cigar- 
makers' Union was not an incorporated 
body and had therefore no right to a special 
trade mark; that the union as a body did 
not carry on any business and the imita­
tion did not come under the statute. 
Judgment was reserved.
"Good Old Times.”

The Toronto Mail devotes almost a 
column of space to an interesting criticism 
of “Good Old Times,” which will be pre­
sented at the Grand Opera House on Mon­
day evening next. Among other things it 
says: "All those who went to the Grand 
expecting to witness a good play from the 
hands of such justly celebrated dramatists 
as Messrs. Wilson Barrett and Hall Caine, 
met with an ample reward for their trouble.

In fact, so closely 
did the onlookers enter into the spirit 
of the situation that when the officers de­
clared John Langley to be free, many 
people rose to their feet and added to the 
applause by hearty cheering, producing for 
a few minutes a scene of wild excitement. 
Again was the curtain rung up, and the 
principal performers received an ovation. 
There are three scenes in the third act, all 
of them noticeable, but one of them (the 
interior of the cave with a sunlight effect) 
being especially so.
