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BAPTISTS SPEAK OUT.

On the Topics ol Prohibition, Political 
Corruption and Sabbath

Observance.
BRANTFORD, Oct. 21.—At the closing 

session of the Ontario Baptist convention 
yesterday, the following strong resolutions 
went through with enthusiasm:

PROHIBITION.
Resolved, that in view of the disastrous 

effects of the use of alcholie stimulants upon 
the physical, social and moral well-being 
the masses, and ot the evil influences ol even 
the moderate use of such stimulants y 
church members, we desire as a conven­
tion of the Baptist churches of Ontario 
and Quebec to deprecate in the strongest 
possible manner the habit of moderate 
drinking indulged in by many Christians 
and to express the firm belief that noth­
ing short of total abstinence can meet 
the standard of New Testament Christi­
anity in this regard. We also desire 
reaffirm our oft-repeated opinion that the 
total prohibition of the liquor traffic by 
Dominion legislation is the only remedy 
for the evils of this traffic, and to call upon 
all the churches represented in this con­
vention to use every legitimate effort by 
vote and influence to secure such legisla- 
tion. We earnestly hope that in this 
effort Christian philanthropy will over­
rule political sympathy, and that Baptists 
everywhere will declare themselves on the 
side of right and temperance, irrespective 
of political parties, and thus hasten the 
time when soberness and righteousness 
shall prevail in all our communities.

POLITICAL CORRUPTION.
Whereas the moral sense of Canadians 

continues to be shocked by revelations of 
malfeasance of office on the part of men in 
high positions, and especially by the fact 
that with insignificant exceptions, the 
offenders are either sheltered entirely from 
the consequences of their crimes or are in­
adequately punished, therefore, resolved 
that this convention impress upon the 
pastors and churches the necessity of em­
phasizing honesty in all the relations of life, 
and particularly, the duty of churches to 
discountenance, both by voice and vote, 
immorality in public life wherever found.

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.
That, whereas God’s goodness provides 

and his law requires one day in seven for 
rest; and, whereas, man's material and 
spiritual interest require it; resolved, that 
this convention express its sincere desire 
and earnest hope that the Canadian de­
partment of the Columbian Exposition be 
not opened on God's day of rest.

The following were appointed a Sunday 
school committee for the coming year: 
Prof. Trotter, Toronto; Thos. Urquhart, 
Toronto; Rev. Prof. McKay, Toronto; 
Rev. P. K. Dayfoot, Strathroy, and T. 
Tapscott, Brantford.

It was resolved that the next meeting be 
held in Waterford in October next. This 
concluded the business ot the convention.
