I have never been asked to 
preach about them. If this is what 
they meant, they did not say so, and 
I would not be responsible for mis­
understanding them. I take this to be 
an annual gathering for worship. I 
do not understand I am here to lecture 
you but to lead you in religious ser­
vice and to preach a sermon, not, of 
course, miles away from the purpose.”
