U. S. ARMY LOSSES
"IN ONE YEAR

Foot Up the Startling Total of 10,076,

Washington, Nov. 4.—A recapitula-
tion of the- casualties in action Dbe-
tween May, 1898, and June 30, 1899,
among the volunteer and regular army,
contained in the annual report of the
adjutant-general of the army shows
the grand total of 10,076 men.

The casualty = list alone aggregates

| 3,454, of whom 35 officers and 458 en-

listed men were killed, and 197 officers
and 2,764 enlisted men wounded. The
death 1list numbers 6,619, and is made
up of 224 officers and 6,395 enlisted men.
Of this total 38 officers and 458 men
were killed,the remainder of the deaths
!‘esulting from various causes, includ-
ing the following:

Wounds, 10 officers and 192 enlisted
men; accidents, 6 officers and 209 men;
(]}‘0\\'11i11gs, 3 officers and 88 men; sui-
cide, 2 officers and 52 men, and mur-
ders or homicide, 52 enlisted men.
.In the regular army the total casual-
ties in actions and deaths amounted
to 4,155, and in the volunteer establish-
ment to 5,921. In the casualty list the
regulars had 157 officers and 1.856 en-
listed men killed and wounded, and the
volunteers 105 officers and 1,366 enlisted
men Kkilled and wounded.
