PRINCE CHING.
A Pekin dispatch of the 4th says: 

Prince Ching has received Sir Robert 
Hart, director-general of Chinese mari­
time customs. The results of the in­
terview have been secret thus far, but 
developments are expected in the 
course of a few days.

It is asserted at Paris that should 
Prince Ching arrive in Pekin properly 
accredited France would readily ac­
cept him and begin peace negotiations. 
Ching is regarded as being a peace- 
able man, and well fitted to act as a 
peace commissioner.

WILLING TO WITHDRAW.
London, Sept. 12.—France has form­

ally adhered to the Russian proposal 
to withdraw from Pekin to Tien Tsin. 
It is learned that telegraphic Instruc­
tions were sent yesterday from Paris 
and St. Petersburg to M. Pichon and 
M. De Giers, respecting the ministers 
of France and Russia at Pekin, direc­
ting both ministers, in conjunction 
with Gens. Frey and Linowich, to take 
measures to withdraw the legations 
and military contingents of both coun­
tries to Tien Tsin immediately upon 
circumstances permitting. Diplomatic 
circles in London are inclined to be­
lieve that this step will lead to similar 
action on the part of the United States 
and Japan, and while Germany may 
hold out till Field Marshal Count Von 
Waldersee arrives in China she will 
ultimately acquiesce, leaving Great 
Britain but little choice but to follow 
suit.

The Tokio correspondent of the 
Times, wiring Sept. 8, says that Ja­
pan has replied that she will not ob­
ject to the withdrawal of her forces 
from Pekin, and to the other measures 
recommended by the concert of pow­
ers. and. since her geographical po­
sition enables the prompt addition of 
necessary military measures, she is 
willing to withdraw superfluous troops.
