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THE UNHAPPY SULTAN.

Report That He Has Been Poisoned—
He Has Received Numerous
Significant Warnings.

Palace Spies and Police Watching
Night and Day—Lives of Min-
isters Threatene .

LoxpoN, Nov. 19.—It is only a week
since, according to a Constantinople dis-
patch, that a mysterious letter was laid on
the Sultan’s table, giving him the alterna-
tive of abdication or assassination, and now
a dispatch from Sofis, Bulgaria, states that
Abdul Hamid has been poisoned, it is be-
lieved by the young Turkish party. This
organization has recently grown to enor-
mous proportions, and has given to the Sul-
tan numerous significant warnings,  Its
members have become more determined
since the execution of some of their number
by being dropped from a gunboat into the
Bosphorus. Moreaver, the trouble with the
Armenians and the attibude of the Powers
have been used to their utmost to the disad-
vantage of the head of the Faithful.

The correspondent of the Daily News an-
nounces that the Sultan has been s0o upset
by the recent tnrn sffairs have taken that
another nervouna fever has set in, and that
he is now so sick he only devotes two hours
daily to public affairs. The young son of
the Sultan is always with him,

The Sultan has lately developed symp.
tome of a monomania hardly disguishable
from insanity, and it is not unlikely that he
will meet with the same fate as his brother,

the former Sultan, and thus simplify the
work of Earcpe.

The Sultan has prohibited the entry into |

Turkey of all papers containing accounte of
Lord Salisbury’s speech ab the lord mayor’s
dinner at London a week ago.

The correspondent of the Times learns
that the constitutional party professes no
personal animus against the Sultan, com-
plaining only against him on acoount of his
odious miegovernment. The constitutional
party should not be confounded with the
young Turke’ party. The members of the
constitutional party say they desire only
rational government by peaceful meens,
They bave never cared for vengeance or for
bloodshed.

It ia said that much of the onslanght upon
Armenians is due to the fact that the Porte
desires to distract attention from the Mo-
hammedan agitation against the Sultan.
Palace epies and police are kept busy night
and day in Constantinople, but this does not
preveno the revolationary movement from
spreading. The police bave just made a
fresh seizure in the Turkish part of the oity
of a large quantity of placards demanding a
oconstitution, which were intended for dis-
tribution in the main thoroughfares. The
two battalions of troops and the detachment
of artillery at Yildiz kiosk are kept clossly
within the grounds of the palace. The
lives of nearly all of the ministers have been
threatened. Hassan Pasha, the minister of
marine, is known to distrust the navy to the
extent that he has a guard of troops, and, it
is claimed, dares not go on board a war ves-
sel,

A despatch to the Chronicle from Rome
says that information has reached its cor-
respondent there to the effect that when the
combined flsets of the Powers have assem-
bied in the Turkish waters an ultimatam
will be sent to the Sublime Porte and that
only a short time will be "allowed him to
make a reply.

A despatoh to London from Constanti-
nople says that the Sultan yesterday called
on the ministers to devise plans for mobiliz-
iog 500,000 troops. It being hinted that the
treasury was empty the Sultan flew into a
passion, and as a result several ministers
tendered their resignations, which were not
accepted.

BosroN, Nov. 19 —The stories sent out
from Constantinople to the effect that in the
recent disturbances the Armenians have
been the aggressors is designated as
a gross calumny by a reliable
correspondent, who writes to friends
in this city from Constantinople.
The correspondent says : *‘ The government
—the Porte and Palace alike—are doing
their ntmost to convince Europe that the
Armenians are everywhere the aggressors.
That groes calumny is being spread for the
juatification of the massacres, and many peo-
ple are deceived. The Armenians are be-
ing exterminated. The violence of
the revolutionary party has been a
grievous b'under but the question has now
passed thav stage. Again and again we
hear that the Sultan is soon to be taken off.
It does look sometimes as if his threne and
thav of his dynasty would go down together.
It is hardly possible to conceive of times more
critical. None can compreherd what a
slaughter house Turkey is becoming or what
a terrible incubus the chief criminal is
upon his own people as well as upon Chris-
tians.”

ConSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 20.—The Saltan
continues in a state of the greatest alarm.
Some of his ministers have to be kept con-
stantly guarded by soldiers in order to give |
them courage enough to tramsaeb dhe bus- |
ness of their respective offices. Througnoun
vhe night of Saturday, November 16, the
most critical for the Turkish empire, the
Sultan was engaged, sitting close to telegraph
instruments in Yildiz Kiosk, personally
dictating instructions to the provincial
governors to do their duty to restore
order in their districte. This indicates thabd

the Sultan has finally determined to take
the reins of government in his own hands.

As intimated, during the last few days,
the attitude of the Sultan has undergone a
decided change since the other fleets began
to join the British fleet in the naval demon-
stration in Salonica bay. No doubt the
preseure brought to bear upon the Sultan
has been strong enough to make him take
personal charge of the work in Acrmenia,
and it is now hoped there will be no further
bloodshed. His Majesty has sanctioned the
schemme for'reforms submitted by the three
greab powers, and preparations are now pro-
ceediug to carry them oub. .

The lack of sufficient funds to cquip th
reserves oalled out and the scarcity of regu-
lar troope in the disturbed provinces are a
matter of greab concern to the Sultan, who
is said to be rapidly getting . an idea of the
extent to which the disorder has spread,
Winter, with its deadly cold and deep
enows to interrupt, will, it is expected, put
a stop to the Kurdish outbreaks more ~ef-
fectively than the Turkish troops. Iv will
also prevent much news from reaching Con-
stantinople. - ~

Loxpox, Nov. 20 —The correspondeet of
the Daily News at Rome says thar Austria
proposes that the combined fleets of Russia
and Austria should force the Dardanelles,
and thao their joint armies should occupy
Constantinople, if necessary. To these pro-
positions Russia declined to agree.

The correspondent says iv is reported in
official circles that, in view of the poesible
disruption of Turkey, Russia avd Great
Britain are negotiating an agreement which
will give the Czar a free hand for the occa-
pation or annexation -of Anatolia, while
Great Britain will have the right to estab-
lish a permanent protectorate over Egypt.

No news of fresh disturbances in Aeia
Minor have been received since Saturday,
and confidence is apparently being restored.
Ab Aleppo it is hoped the worst is over and
it is believed quiet has been re-established
in Earopean Turkey.

The death of Rustem Pasha, Turkish am-
bassador to London, which ocourred early
this 1norning, has been anticipated for some
time. His demise is generally regretted in
official circles, as his upright conduct and
generous ;disposition were appreciated by
all. His good qualities were feelingly re-
ferred to by the Marquis of Salisbary in an
important speech made yesterday at Brigh-
ton before the National Union of the Con-
servative association,

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

Lord Salisbury’s Reply to the Sultan’s
Communication —-The Powers Will
Act in Concert.

Long Years of Error Will Have to
Be Paid for ‘'Imex-
orably.

Loxpox, Nov. 19.—Lord Salisbury, the
prime minister, in adiressing theannual con-
ference of the National Union of Conserva-
tive Aseociations, said among other things :
“ Allow me to say a few words in answer to
a very distinguished distant correspondent,
if I may term him so, who requested me to
make a statement in a speech to the coun-
try. This correspondent is no less a person
than the Sultan of Turkey. Nothing would
have induced me to read this august mes-
sage here except the distinet commands of

the sender. Ia thét speech at the Guild-
hall, on the cocasion of the Lord Mayor’s
Day dinner, I expressed the opinion
and said that I had contidence
that the reforms promised for the Turkish
empire would be not carried into execution,
The Sultan eays that the statement has
pained him very much, as the carrying out
of the reforms is a matter already decided
upon by him, and farther, that he is desir-
ous of executing them as soon as po:sible.
He then proceeds as follows :

**I have already told my ministers this,
and the only reason why Lord Salisbury
should thus throw doubts on my intentione
must be due to the intrigues of certain per-
sons here, or else statements must have been
made to cause such an opinion.” The mess-
age then proceeds, after some in-
bermediary observations : ‘I repeat it
I will execute those reforms. I will take
the papers containing them and see myself
that every artiole is put into force ; thio is
my earnest determination and I give you
my word of honor. I wish Lord Salishyry
to know this and I beg and desire that his
Lordship baving confidence in these declara-
tions will make another speech by virtue of
the friendly feeling and disposition he has
for me and my country. I shall await the
result of this with the greatest anxiety.”
Lord Salisbury then continued: ¢ These
last words will acquit me of any impropriety
in whav I acknowledge to be a very unpre-
cedented course, the reading of a communi-
cation of that kind at a public meeting. I
could not abstain from doing what I have
done . without discourtesy to that distin-
guished potentate from which this meseage
isened, but of course, it would not be seemly
of me to comment directly upon these
words. Great Britain forms part
Europe, which has
resolved, so far as it acts, to act with unani-
mity.”

THE HYAMS TRIALS.

ToroNTo, Nov. 19 —The last three or four
sessions of the Hyame trial have been totally
devoid of interest. So far the judge has
been called upon to make 29 rulings, most of
them exceedingly delicate ones, and in every
important instance they have been in favor

of the defence. The crown is far from satis-
fied with the result of some of these rulings,
and in the event of a verdict other than con-
viotion, application will be made for a new
trial. The crown’s case is now almost com-
pleted, only the medical evidence remaining
to be put in. It is claimed that some
sensational developments may be looked
for, the crown having intentionally reserved
che climax of ite case for: the last. The
crown sprang & surprise on the defence to-
day, when it brought forward evidence to
prove that Harry Hyams was a forger.
Daniel Ames, of New York, an expert on
hand writing, was in court prepared to
swear that the endorsations on checks issued
by Martha Wells, to several money
lenders were in the handwriting of
Harry Hyams. Shortly after Martha
Wells gov possession of the insurance
money Hyams recored several thousand
dollars from her for the alleged purpose of
loaning to parties, the names of whom the
crown olaims are purely fictitious. The
crown olaims that it was this trouble which
induced him to marry Martha Wells shortly
after a3 the only means of eecape. Daniel
T. Ames swore that the disputed entry in
the pasa-book was in the same writing as
Hyam’s letters to Martha Wells, as were also
the endorsations on several checks issued by
Martha Wells. Dr. Caven, the first medical
expert called, produced Wells’ skull and
desoribed the bone fractures. The whole
head was apparently flav trom side to side
and protruded upwarde.

Great Britain Will Subsidize the Can
adian Fast Atlantic Mail
Service.

Speaking to your correspondent,
8ir Mackenzie Bewell said that with this Im-
perial aid he had no doubt one could*be
established.

Now that the Imperial government has
decided to call a conference on the Pacific
cable, it is expected Mr. Sanford Fleming
will be one of the Canadian delegates.

His Excellency has had under consideration
the petition asking for a new trial for the
wife murderer, g . R. Hooper, and finds
nothing in the case to warrant granting the
application or the commutation of sentence,
The department of justice has received all
the papers in the Shortis murder case.
They make a pile a foot and a half high.

J. A. MoGillivray, supreme secretary ot
the I O.F., was nominated as the Conserva-
tive candidate in North Oatario to-day.

ember 15 While the men were being
placed on shore they were pursmed by a
Spanish gunboat. She did not succeed in
landing all her ammunition, 43 cases being
left aboard when surprised by the gunboat.
On the arrival of the Horsa there she was
seized for filibustering.”

THE TROLLYLESS CAR.

SEATTLE, Nov. 20.—The trolleyless elec-
tric car is an accomplished fact, and a com-
pany formed to place the invention on the
market will establish Pacific Coast offices
either in Seattle or San Francisco. The new
system has been invented by J. M. Murphy
and Rev. Albert F. Pierce, of Danbary,
Conn., and the incorporation is known as
the Iaternational Eleotric Company. In
appearance the oar is similar to any other
car, except that the trolley is miesing.
There is no wire or trolley of any sort, but
occasional flashes from the wheels and
showers of tiny sparks in their wake show
the presence of electricity. The wire is
completely buried, the car taking its power
directly from the rail, only the length of
which is charged with electricity while the
car is passing. At the end of the rails are
little levers which are operated by the
wheels and which automatically throw the
ourrent into the nextv section of track.

THE SILVER QUESTION.

NEw York, Nov. 19.—Ia the course of
his speech at the 127th anpual baoguet of
the chamber of commerce of New York, held
ab Delmonico’s on Tueedsy evening, Secre-
tary Carlisle said : *‘ Our legal standard of

vllue is as sound as any country inm the
world, and if we had such a currency sys-
tem ae to guarantee its permanent mainten-
ance, no government would command a
larger oredit or realize greater benefits from
it than ours, but the great investors of the
world appreciate the difficulties under which
we are lahoring, and until these difficulties
are removed we cannot reasonably hope to
see perfect confidence restored at home or
abroad.”

‘ The fundamental vice in our ourrenoy
system is the legal tender mote redeemable
in coin by the goverument and reissuable
under the law. ere are other defects, but
this threatens the stability of the whole
volume of our currency. The proposition
that a promise of the government to pay
money is money, is just as absurd as the
proposition that a promise to deliver a horse
is 8 horse, and yet there are eminent men,
bigh in public councils, who believe tha
United States promissory note is actual
money and that the statute which compels
all the people to receive it as actual money
is constitutional and ought to be continued
in force. .

“ The agitation for free coinage of legal
tender silver is predicated upon the same
vicious principle that underlies the legisla-
tion making paper promises a legal tender $
but there is a practical difference between
the vwo systems. The U. 8. note was a
foroed loan from the people to the govern.
ment which the government promised to re-
pay in dollars, bat the free coinage of legal
tender silver at the ratio of 16 to 1 would
be a forced loan from the people to the
owners of silver mines and silver bullion
without a promise of repayment by anybody.

SALISBURY’S SPEECH

‘The Warniog to the Sultan as Un
relenting as the Circunmstances
‘Were Cruel.”

Respunsibility of the Powers to Fin-
ally Solve the Terrible Ar-
menian Problem.

Loxpox, Nov. 20.—Continuing his speech
before the National Union of the Conserva-
tive Association on Tuesday night, Lord
Salisbury, the British premier, said:—
‘ Some persons seem to imagine that we,
the people of Great Britain, can dispose of
all the decisions of all the European powers.
This is crediting us with more influence
than we possess. Whatever is done must
be done with unanimity, and we ocan only
speak in behalf of one of the powers which
will concur, if the powers do concur, in any
action which may be taken. I will not
admit that the responsibility of any of the
decivions taken reste entirely or mainly on
this country. The responsibility is upon us,
and upon all the powers in common. All
those who have the responsibility must act
together, 8o if there are others who cannot
agree to act with the powers those others
cannot have their own way. But I am in
nowise desirous of intimating that the
alightest shade of disagreement up to this
moment has arisen between the powers.”

Lord Salisbury proceeded to speak in
terms of high appreciation of Rustem Pasha,
who, he feared, would not recover from his
present illness. He spoke speoifically of the
former administration of Rustem Pasha at
Lebanon, and said he was convinoed thab if
men like him had been placed in charge of
the districts where all these horrors had
occurred, the conscience of Europe would
never have been racked by all these tales of
suffering and terror. If there had been men
around the Sultan like Rustem Pasha, the
present oconditions would not exist. The
present problem could not be solved by the
external action of the advising powers.
This Lord Salisbury pronounced a clumsy
device at least. Continuing, he said the

he resulte of long years of error will have
to be paid for, and by a cruel and inexor-
able law those will pay who were not or-
iginally guilty of the offences. I have taken
you for the moment into bhe unncoustomed
field of foreign policy. Nothing but the
circamstances which I have explained would
have persuaded me to do so, for I maintain
that a foreign minister, above all others, is
bound to value and cherish the virtues of
silence.” :

Lord Salisbury then turned to domestic
affairs, and said the Conservative victory
wag.mainly due to vhe fact thap the magnet-
ic influence of a great statesman, which had
been exercised in a sinister spirit, had been
removed. In conclusion, he dwelt apon the
divisions among the Irishmen, and said if
they were left alone they would cut their
own throats.

Lori Salisbury added that he had no
new bills to announce. The first thing to
claim their attention was the matter of
naval defence, so for some time to come it
might be expected that the Admiralty de-
partment would be an importunate claimant
ab the doors of the national treasury. He
hoped that the government would make a
sincere effort to mitigate the agricultural
distress in various sections of the country,
but declined to encourage any romantic
dreams of the farmers, concluding this part
of his address with the statement : ** Pro-
teotionist countries are suffering not less
than our own.”

The Times this morning prints an editor-
ial commenting upon the speech of Lord
Salisbury at Brighvon, and asserts that the
letter written by the Sultan to the Prime
Minister was a remarkable tribute to the
influence whioh Lord Salisbury hoids in
Europe. The Times adds that it may be
doubted as to whether the Sultan will be
greatly pleased with the result of his ap-
peal, since Lord Salisbury declines to act
outside of the concerted powers.

The Standard says that the pathetic sin-
oerity of the letber to Lord Salisbury will
gain for the Sultan the sympathy of all
Englishmen. The only effect of the Sultan’s
letter and Lord Salisbury’s apeech is to con-
firm the prime minister’s judgment as to the
chief responsibility for the breakdown of the
government of Turkey.

The Morning Post, in an editorial this
morning, says that it must be admitted that
Lord Salisbury’s warning to the Sultan was
as unrelenting as the circumstar.ces were
cruel, No one can fail to be struck by the
patbetic dignity and frank earnestness of
the Sultan’s reply to Lord Mayor’s day din.
ner address.

The Daily News, commenting upon the
levter of the Sultan to Lord Salisbury, says
that the incident shows that callous as the
Sultan certainly is, he ocertainly ocares for
public opinion and for the good wishes of
the people of Great Britain.

The Chronicle says that so undignified
and childish an act is unprecedented in the
history of the diplomatic world, and adds
that tke Sultan’s repentance probably comes
too late.

Arrangements for Mail Going to the
Yukon 7This Winter—Mining
Affairs,

An entire absence of snow between here
and Sitka, except on the high mountains, is
something unusual at this time of the year;
bub such is the report made by the Pacific
Coast steamship City of Topeka, which last
night tied up at the outer wharf, She was

only about an hour in port, although she
bad coneiderable cargo to land, including
among others 100 barrels of herring oil in
transit to Europe from Killisnoo. Several
passengers disembsrked here, there being
upwards of 60 others, comprising cannery
men, miners and business men. Chief En-
ineer Samson, of the U.8. man-of-war
inta, now at Sitka, was' a passenger.
He is going down the Sound to join the flag-
ship Philadelphia, having received the ap-
pointment of second engineer. Another
passenger was Judge J. C. Eggleston who is
returning home to Tennessee after settling
the estate of W. F. Reed, the largest trans-
action of the kind ever effected in Alaska.
W. P. Mills, one of Sitka’s heaviesv mer-
chante, was on board the Topekajon hisiway
South as was also E. O. Sylvester, editor of
the Alaska Searchlight, who enjoys the dis-
tinction of having at one time and another
owned an interest in every paper in Alaska.
He is going as far South as Seattle and will
shortly return North., He says the Search-
light will be considerably enlarged for the
coming year.

A summary of the Alaskan news brought
by the Topeka is as follows :

The announcement of the appointment of
Hon. A. K. Delaney as judge of the distrioct
court is received by all Alaskans with a
greab deal of enthusiasm. Mr. Delaney was
formerly collector of the district under
