Capetown, Feb. 7.—Proceedings were
instituted vo-day against Mr. Albert
‘Cartwright, editor of the South African
News, for .criminal and seditious libel,
contained in a letter under the nom de
plume, “Dritish Officer,” which said that

Gen. Kitchener had secretly imstructed '

his troops to take no prisomers. Mr.
Cartwright is under arrest.

Before the attorney-general instituted
the proceedings, he wired Lord Kitchen-
er the substance of the letter, and ask-
ed it there were any foundation for it.
Lord Kitchener replied that the state-
ment was a base libel, devoid of foundar
tion, adding:

“Dewet was mever surrounded in the
position mentioned, but had his retreat
to the north open. Instructions in the
nature reported were mever given oOr
thought ol. We treat enemies we have
surrounded with every consideration.”

The official report of the invasion says:
The anticipated invasion by Dewet has
not yet occurred, but it may be only de-
Jayed. Although there is no consider-
able movement, smaill bodies of men con-
tmue to dribble across the Orange river.
‘Ihe largest of these, 200 strong, crossed
near Bangor station five .days ago.

Then, on the arm of Duke Henry,
walked the Queen, in white silver and
green, a heavy diamond tiara on her
head, a rich necklace of diamonds on
her neck, with a biy diamond braoch on

her bosom, and white gloves to tle
elbow. In beth bhands she held a
bouquet of lilies of the valley, and
green, red and leng white satin ribbons,

The Queen and the Duke bowed:
slightly to the right and left, acknow-
ledging the salutes of the congregation.

e groom wore the uniform of a DutcR
admiral, and carrieu his chapeau.

More noble couples walked behind.
When the party entered the chancel,
the Queen and Dwke Henry took the
two ecentral seats of six, with the
Duke’s mother on his right, gowned in
white satin trimmed by broad fur and
embroidered with gold: On her left
sat Duke Henry’s father, the Grand
Duke Vladimir of Russia; the bride-
groom’s brother, also in uniform, sat on
the Queen’s right; on his right was
the Queen’s mother. The other mem-
bers of the royal families were seated
in rows: of chairs to the left of the
altar..

" While the court chaplain, Dr. Von
der Vlein, rose in the regulation black
gown beliind the railing amd: offered a
long prayer in earnest tones. The
choir sang: & Dutch hymn; “God bless
you, blessed be your earthly and eternal
portion.”

The Queen bowed her head low, and
the chaplain' addressed the bridal couple
for ten minutes earnestly and'solemnly.

A DISTURBER.

The only sound which disturbed the
impressive 'seene was the clicking of the
photograph camera in the gallery, and
the royal sextette, aJl of whom . noticed
the disturbance, looked annoyed.. 'I'he
Duke fidgeted mnervously and Blushed
under the gaze of the congregation,
hundreds of opera glasses being:turned
in his direction. 'The choir sang anm-
other hymn, during which the congre-
gation stood, according to Dutch: cus-
tom, as those present did during all the
hymns.

After this -the Queen and Dukeér rose,
and the Queen removed her right glove,
disclosing an immense jewelled brace-
let on her wrist. The minister stretched
out his arms and the couple stepped
forward a few paces directly in front of
the altar railing..

The Queen had handed her bouguet
to an aged lady-in-waiting, who laid it
on a chair and arranged the folds of ler
mistress’ gown, which trailed across the
velvet rug, with: the gauzy whiter veil
hanging over it. Duke Henry took:the
bride’s right hand in his left hand, rest-
ing on the hilt' of his sword while the
deep, impressive tones of the chaplain’s
voice rang throughout the church as be
repeated the marriage service.

THE NERVOUS BRIDEGROOM.

The Queen stood very erect, blushing;
while Duke Henry shifted his feet
nervously and played with his sword.
The responses fiom the bride or groom
could not be heard. Finally the minis-
ter held out a gold plate, from which
the Duke took a ring and placed on the
third finger of ‘the een’s right hand.
The Queen topkxamﬂ‘er ri with 2
slight fumbling; and ‘slipped it on the
same finger of"tle Duke’s right handt
Then, as the chaplain’s arms rose in the
attitude of the Dblessing, the couple
sank on their Knees, and there was a
great rustle, after the tension of long
listening throughount the church. The
invocation was brief. The only words
distinguishable - were the names- of
Queen Wilhelmina and Duke Henry.

The ceremony had evidently not+Ueer
rehearsed, because at its conclusion the
Duke started to rise and was almost
standing whem the: ehaplain motidned
him back, and’ ke @ropped on his knees
again, turning- very red and remaihing
kneeling whilée - another hymn was sung.
The words of “this hymn were:

“Father, look ‘upon them always in-love;

Son of the father, grant them your

grace;

The communion snd the spirit of Ged

be theiF portion forever.” -

Queen Willfelmina and Duke-Henry
rose as the wife of the chaplain handed
them a large- Bluwe bound Biblej- in: ae-
cordance with Dutch custom.- They
then walked” back to their chairs, and
the audience- resumed their seats with
them. The chaplain again spoke briefly.
The Queen-and the Duke sat glancing at
one another oceasionally, while the
choir chanted' the last verse of the 183rd
Psalm. Finally the royal couplé reae
for the benediction.’

CONGRATULATIONS.

After the invoeation of the blessing of
the Father, Son and Holy Ghost, there
was a moment’s hesitatien, and the
Duke stepped forward, grasped the
chaplain’s- hands and shook them eor-
dially. 'The Queen followed him and
also shook” his hands with a- grateful
smile. -The minister bowed low eover
the hand ' of the Queem, who bowed
lower;-almeost kneeling. Aifter this;, with-
out any family greetings, the procession
re-formed ' and passed dbwn the -aisle
while: the choir sang a hymn of Sehil-
ler’sy to Gfuck’s joyful music. Before
the ‘hymn- was finished; the last eouple
of the royal family was gone from sight,
and’' with great chattering and band-
shaking, the eongregation poured@ into
the aisles @nd hurried to the doors fora
sight of the processiom returning to the

palace,
