Inquest on Harry Lioyd Reveals e s sl TRE

Romantic Story“of Devotion
—Protected Honor+ of Her
Friend

LONDON, July 14—Seldom has so ro-
mantic a story of- devotion and self-
sacrifice been unfolded as that which
was related this week at the inquest
on “Harry" Lloyd, an Enfield woman
who had masqueraded in man's attire
for a quarter pf.a century, and whose
long-kept secret ‘was' only revealed by
her death. .

Twenty-six years ago she posed as
the father of a child who was christen-
ed Elizabeth Lloyd, and who is now a
school teacher. The child’s mother died
in 1890 and was described in the death
certificate ' as- “Hliza Lloyd, wifo  of
Harry Lloyd, newsagent.”

Even then “Harry” Lloyd did not re-
veal her secret, and it was never -sus-:
pected by Miss Lloyd, :The former
was known at Enfleld as"an intelligent
and well-educated old;'mdn; who gave
lessons in French and :Germam, took a
keen intérest in politics, and actually
voted at elections. g5 PRI

By piecing toggther.the evidence that

was given at/the.imquest and the stor-ifidelegat

ies that have ‘beén’ relate@l of her, it is
possible  to arrive’: an explanation of
her strange conduct. . She was careful
to leave nothing behind that weould dis-
close the story of her life, buf inquir-
ies tend to show that she was in real-
ity Marie Le Roy, a wivacious French-
woman, who worked . with Charles
Bradlaugh and Austin  Helyoake 30
years ago, and took a prominent part at
meetings of Freethinkers. !

It was about the time that Miss Eliza-
beth Lloyd was born that Marie Le Roy
suddenly disappeared. 3

“It seéms as if this woman was at-
tached to Miss Lloyd's mother,” said
Mr. A. M. Forbes, the coroner ,at the
inquest, “that she passed as. her hus-
band during her life-time. in order to
protect her, that after Elza Lloyd’s
death she continued to pass  as the
father of the little girl who ‘was left
behind, and that she did so ‘to protect
the-honor of Eliza Lloyd.

“If that is so it was a very pathetic
and kind reason which prompted her to
undertake that task of unselfish love
for so many years.”

Miss Elizabeth Lloyd, who lived with
“Harry” Lloyd ‘at ° Almaroad, Enfield,
was the: principal witness’ at the in-
quest. She gave her evidence without

In some parts, as 1s threatened at the
present - time for. want of moisture,
South and East from this point, Calgary,
and also from the fact that beaches are
regarded as more or less of a luxury.

tiously, as the crop requires to be moved,
because fallure in one detail may mean a
serious loss to you.

I hope that growers and shippers will
furnish our exhibition commissioners
with- an abundant and regular supply of
all the different kinds of fruit available,
send the best and pack perfectly,. These
.exhibitions.are just starting, and I re-
gard them as a good advertisement for
B. C., particularly now as our province,
with its big crop of fruit, looms up large
in the public eye of these provinces, and
will much more so 1f we market this big
Crop successfully. I may 'state I am do-
ing some advertising in a number of the
leading papers throughout these prov-
inces at the request of the government
of B. C. I may say further I am giving
interviews to papers where published at
all pajnts I have called at, advising to
watch and wait for our big fruit crop,
as it is certain of coming into these pro-
vinces. The quality will be the best,
the quantity large and the prices reason-

“Sheriff - of Bitter Creek”
Succumbs Presented to the
British Public

Many eolumns are devoted to wildly

“8ince the rush to the Klondyke after
gold was found there, theré has been
nothing like the mad stampede that
has foliowed the announcement of the

“Farmers have left their - home-
steads, traders their ‘shops, artisans
their benches to dig and delve for th
precious yellow metal. 1

“Amazing stories have heen circulat-
ed as to the enormous wealth of the
strike. - The golden reef is said to be
i,000 feet wide and 2,000 feet high, and
the ore to assay as much as £12 a ton.

“The sudden ‘inrush ‘of gold-seekers
has sent the price of all commodities
up with a rush, and many traders look
like making more certain fortunes by.
dealing In provisions and other stores
than by mining.

“As usual, there &re numbers of law-
less men among the immigrants, and
already reports of serious rioting have
come through.”

“Sheriff of Bitter Creek”

The London Daily Telegraph tells of
riots and murders which never were as
follows:

“A private telegram received in Lon-
don yesterday from Vancouver reports
that serious rioting has occurred near
Bitter Creek, the scene of the reported
discovery, and that the sheriff of the
district and a number of others had
heen killed. This news is not. at all
improbablé. Mining  rushes always
bring with them a number of reckless
and violent meén, who spend a iarge
part of their lives away from civiliza-
tion, and whose sensé of law and order
has become atrophied from disuse.

“It is said that the ‘sherifft who was
killed near Stewart was an English-
man, but no definite news is yet to
hand.” ot

For exaggeration . the following,
which- appears in the Lloyd's news-
paper, would be bard to equal. Lloyd’s
says: _‘

“The goldfield itself iz seventeen or
eighteen nfiles further inland -from
Stewart,” on Bitter Creek, which runs
into-'the Bear river. Here tented: sét-
tlements Have sprung- up,- -and more
pfospectors than: it is possible to find
¢laims for are 1iving’'a hand-to-mouth
‘existence, waiting for the privilege of
‘attacking the enormous gold deposit
and wresting fortunes from the hill

““All kinds of vessels are Being em-

art, and the scenes on' the Pacific
coast and in the vicinity of the new
"find are strongly reminiscent of the
earlier Klondyke days. 'The conditions,
however, at Bitter Creek, while rough,
are far bettet than those that obtained
at Klondyke.
further sbuth, and being in a mining
division of Skeena, is under the im-
mediate supervision of the British Co-
lumbian authorities. .

“But the usual congestion and chaos
attending new gold finds obtain at Bit-
ter Creek. - Sailors have deserted their
ships; tradesmen their shops, workmen
their tools; and many are without ade-
quate outfits and almost penniless.

“A few days ago two hundred Am-
ericans crossed ‘the boirder at Portal,
Saskdtchewan, intending to take up
land in that province of Alberta. They
had hardly crossed the border before
the news of the gold find at Bitter
Creek was poured into théir eager ears.
With ‘the exception of five, the whole
party immediately abandoned théir
farming projects and continued thei:
Journey to Vancouver. ; PR

“A party of Swedes passed through
Vancouver ' en route for ‘the 'new El
Dorado. They had all hired themselves
out ‘to farmers, but upon the news of
the great find they left their work to
become gold diggers. It is stated. that
in the town of Stewart the only people"
left there are those who own houses,
hotels, or shops, and a few clerks in
shipping offices. ' A.population of 5,000
has dwindled to a few hundreds,

“Farmers . throughout the western
provinces - are complaining = of . the
dearth of farm hands, as even those
they. had secured have left them. for
the.luring temptation .of gold getting.

“The sudden- inrush of. gold-seekers
without proper preparations had the
immediate efféct of ineredasing the price
of provisions, and many people are do-
ing a roaring trade in conveying quan-
titles of supplies by ship to Stewart
and from there overland.

“A private telegram received in Lon-
don on Tyesday from Vancouver re-
ports that serious rioting has occurred
near Bitter Creek, and that the sheriff
of the district and a number of others
had been killed.” e

“Unwonted activity prevailed yester-
