Nr. Mills Drrlarrd the Member for Both- 
well by the Swpreme Court.

Ottawa, Feb. 26.—There Was a flutter 
around the obscure little buildings known 
ae the supreme court of Canada this morn­
ing when the hour had arrived for deliver­
ing judgment in the appeal in the Both- 
well election case. ^fr. Hawkins was ab­
sent, and it looked as if he expected his 
fate.

-Chief Justice Ritchie agreed with the 
decisions of Judge Galt upon all points at 
issue. As to the ballots that had been 
numbered by the deputy returning officer 
at No. 1, Sombra, and numbers afterwards 
obliterated, to which appellant’s counsel 
had attached so much importance, it wee 
evident that the returning officer had acted 
in good faith. Nobody waa Allowed to see 
the ballots, and nobody knew for which 
candidate Any of the ballots had been 
marked. The numbers had been oblit­
erated with the concurrence of the agents 
of both parties, and even if the faces of 
the ballots had fceéit Seen by the returning 
officer seereoy Would have been sufficiently 
preser ved by the oath of that official, whose 
utity it was to mark the ballot for Illiter­
ate voters. He thought that ' ho ballot 
should be rejected because the mark placed 
opposite the candidate’s name was not ex­
actly a cross, unless it was clearly shown 
that a peculiar mark had been made with 
the view of identifying the ballot. He 
agreed with Judge Galt that the charges 
of corrupt practices brought against Mr. 
Mills had not been proven, and declared 
the appeal dismissed with costs against 
the appellant (Hawkins) in all the counts.

Justices Strong and Fournier concurred.
Mr. Justice Henry said that in the Brac­

ken v. Jenkins case he had expressed the 
opinion that in cases where the returning 
officers had neglected to fulfil the provisions 
of the statute with respect to the initialing 
of ballots, such ballots should be rejected. 
He must therefore conclude that Mr. Mills 
should be'awarded the seat.

Mr. Justice G Wynne thought a new elec­
tion should be ordered, because, in his 
opinion, the action of the deputy returning 
officer at No. 1, Sombra, in numbering 
ballots and afterwards obliterating num­
bers, had invalidated all votes cast at that 
polling place, so that it was impossible to 
say who had a majority.

The chief justice then gave judgment, 
dismissing the appeal and directing the 
registrar of the court to forward the neces­
sary certificate of Mr. brills’ election to the 
speaker of the house of commons.

Hon. David Mills is expected here to­
morrow evening, or next day at the latest, 
to take his seat in parliament. It is said 
that the members of the reform association 
intend giving him a welcome reception.
