The minister. dwells upos 'the
expediency of limiting the extraordinary
cxpenditures and making the available
resources  sufficient for - the needs
of the country. He attributes all
the trouble of floating Russian loans
to the blind hostility of the foreign press,
especially that of Germany, and to im-
prudent speculations which he asserts are
ts of the bourses. He states that a
pumber of Russian securities which were
held in Germany have found their. way into
Holland and France, where there exiats &
more favorable view of Russia’s economic
