ST. PAUL'S CHURCH, YORKVILLE.

Tho feundation stono of this church was laid
receatly by the Lord Bishop of Toronto. The
day bewng remarkably fine, a large number of the
elste of the city aud neighbourhood were present.
The site upon which the proposed new church
is to be erected is most cligible for the purpose,
and will enhance tho attractions of an cdifice,
which, if judgment may bo pronounced from the
plans, will bu a model of architectural beauty.
The church will be built in the carly decorated
English style. Its nave will be Gl feet by 18 by
40 feet to the ridgo.  The aisles will be 40 fect
by 11 fect. Each transept 26 feet by 18 feet, by
36 feet to the ridge; chancel 25 feet 6 inches by
18 fect by 25 teet to the ceiling, Tho dimensions
of the organ chapel will be 23 feet by 9 feet 6
iuches, and tho tower and spire together will bo
of an altitudo of 8 fect.  Tho number of sittings
will bo, on the ground fleor, 610, and on tho
trausept gullerics, 80, mnaking in all 690 seats.
