In verification of this it is oniy
necessary to pointto several prominent
American societies which ave in a
tlourishing condition at the present
time.

1i, then. the amalgamation of hoth
these societies could be operated by
levying the low dues referred to above,
why pot amalgamats? Then in the
words of that good old hixmn we could
sing: " \We'are not divided, all one
body we,” and Cannda would bo the
home of one of the strongest and moss
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influential philatelic societies to be
found in the world. Let us hear more
about the subject. A few remarks
from the respective presidents of the
two societies would not be out of
place.
