heather who bave never heard the
Gospol. It will be in their provineo
aleo, under theso directions, if they seo
fit, to eliminato f . the Confossion
thoso statemonls wuich deolaro that
thio Church of Romo is idolatrous and
that the Popo is antl.Chriat. Tt ia
probablo that the Committeo will con.
fino ite rovision within theso bounds.”

Bat tho work of tho Aeserably did
not atop nere. The Commitice on
Bills and Ovorturcs roporied recom-
mending that a committes bo ap-
voinled to preparo A pow creed which
should not te & substituto for the Con-
fesmon, but shonld by explanatory and
for practiosl uge in tho churehes, One
or iwo strong specchies were made in
opposition by thoso who feared tho now
creed would displace tho Confession,
but in the end the recommondntion of
the commitice was approved by a vory
large 1wonjority. Tho Committeo to
framo the now creed has accordingly
beon appointed.
