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To gain a diploma in this Grade, candidates must ob-
tain 50 per cent. of the marks assigned in the above groups.
Credit will be given for passing in any other group.

Special arrangements will be made as to the Kxamina-
tion in Reading; and a practical excreise in Class-teaching
may he required.

GRADE II.

Same work as in Senior Grade syllabus of the Council
of Higher Jducation ; hut the following subjects will be com-
pulsory :—

English Grammar, cte.

Geography and History.

Arithmetic and Algebra.

Gceometry.

Book-keeping.

Frechand or Geometrical Drawing.

School-management.

Fifty per cent. on an average of the marks assigned in
the above subjects must be obtained, and f{ifty per cent. must
be obtained in each of the first three groups ; but in Frechand
Drawing or Geometrical Drawing forty per cent. will be suf-
ficient.

The arrangements as to Reading, Recitation and Class-
teaching, will be the same as for Grade IIL
