POLITICIANS [N THE PROVINCIAL
SYNUD.

Contrary to geoerul oxpoc!ations tho discus-
sion in the Provincisl Synod on the Jesnit
question utlcrly fuiled to sirtko the kuy noto of
public opininn on the subject in the cuuntry,
The Chureh of Englandstands discredited in
the eyes of those who looked to her to laud the
van in company with hor sister churches in the
Dominion on behalf of the grost national

movemont in favor of Equul Rights,
The causo is not far 1o resk. The puliticians

in the Synod were dotermined to preveni & din-
cussion on the subject, snd timid cleries aud
laymen woure ovorburne by the specions argu-
mont that the Church bad nothing to do with
a political gnesting. Wihila depreeating the
discussion ot the Jesuit question us & politlical
igsne moro than one politiciap bad the auds-
cious ingonsistoncy Lo appusl to the Synod not
to imperil the cause of tho party now in power
by coudemning its stand on the subjoct.

Most of 1he dolegntes from the Muritime Pro-
vinoes were sxuinst the movement, und luid
grent ntress upon the fucl that the attompt
to arouee publie opinien in those Provincos on
the queation hud sigoslly fuiled.  Nol coatent
with wking hitle or o neurest in the question
itsolf, they bustud themseives in atiompuing to
discount the cfforts of tho {hutario delegates in
the matter for tear lest psrty interests should
suffor, o

As to tho poril of the Quobec legislation to
tho welfare and unity of the Duminion, no oue,
gave the Prolocu®or, the Lay Secrotury snd
a fow others, soemed, to psy any heed. As
to & cnlm sud dispassicnute considoration of
this vital question, the Synod seemed to ret its
face against it from the start. And thus the
rattor was winrred over and virtually buried
out of sight by boing referred to 2 Committee
which cannot repoit for throe yoars, bufura
which time the quostion of Hqusl Rights wili
have boon decided at tho potla,

It may bo suffivient for some of tho delegates
t0 justity their nstion in the mattor by protest
ing loudly that the Jesuit matter was 4 poli-
tioul quostivn.  Grauted. But tbo mujorily ot
Churehmen will not be satisfied with such un
excuse. Must the Cburch kecp silouce
about every subject upon which politicians
Iny thoir corrupt hauds? How is political
lifo over 1o bu punfied f Uhristian men
bold aloot ? Must we allow tho nation to
be governed by politicians altogetbor ? Have
Christian citizéns uo rghts 1 sasert, no duties
to pertorm? .

Not until Christiun mon rid themselves of
the dolusion thut by Christian Church has
‘no right to insist upon purily in politioal

as much a3 in gocial life, will the level of
national life be elovated, ite springs cleansed,
and its tone raised. And not until Christian
men rid themsslves of party shackles will
tho Equal Rights movement succeed in estub-
lishing & strong, free, und Christian nationslity
in Capsda — The Evangelical Churckman,

DEGREES IN DIVINITY.

——

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :
Siz,—Liest silence on the part of members of
the Committee of the Provincial Synd of 185
on Divinity Dogrees ghould bo missonsicacd 1
vontare to wake & few romarks on Canon Von
1f+nd’s lotter on the abovo subject, which ap-
pesred in your insne of October 20d. Tho first
objection appears to be that the Cunon wae-
hastily passed ; the ressoam of this apparent
haste was, a8 expressed to me by one of the
leading iaymen in the Synod that the members

ganarally thought that “ the details had boen
sufficiontly tbreshed »ut by the Committee”
Thoy looked on the commitice a8 epecislists,
and wore willing to accept their work. If
thore was haste, il was the Laute of the House,
not ¢f the commitiey, for mombers of the com-
mitteo who rose to support the Canon could not
bo heard euch was the eagerness of the gonoral
body of the Huuse to puss the messare as it
stood. Tho work reprosented the agreoment
of such varied opinions, snd of so many various
inatitutions. The draft Canon had bean beforo
the governing bodies of all the six institutions,
one of them boing the University of which
Canon Vonlflund is 8 graduate and 1he mes-
sure had been unsnimously spproved by a Con-
vocation, of whish Canon Von Ifflind bad re-
coived notice in the usual way, Besides this
tho draft Canon had boeen in the hands of mem-
bers for four weake, and the inforecce I muke
from the roady assent of the Houso is that
membors kad studied the Cunon, and thut they
wore satisfied with it. Cunon Von Ifffand cob-
jects that the Cnoon does not make cloar how
the Bosrd of Ezuminers is to be appointed. As
the Biard is to have ils membars nominatad,
one by each institution, and then the formal
sppointmeut ot the Bonrd a3 the Hzumuning
Board tor Divinity Degrees for each institution
is tu be mudo by each ipstitution separaiely it
seoras to me that sufficiont oxactnoss iy given
by the undertuking ulreudy entored into that
euch and severally the institutions undertake
“to rocognizo and formally te appoint™ the
whole number of persons weverally nominated
by oich separate Cullego as the Coliege Bosrd
of Kxumivers in Diminity. Too Canon couid
vot muke by-laws or vegulutions tor any of the
Collegos ; but immedintely one of the nix insti-
tutions hax appointed its representative on the
Bosrd, it would naturally be the duty of the
Registrar of that :'oHege 10 communicate the
¢hoice of the Collega to tho other five, A Cui-
lego which bas accopted the Cunuon may be
iraated to find ont who 113 examiners are to be,
un-t 1~ it bug no choico vxcepl in the caxe of its
owb 1epresentative, thero is no danger of any
misuuderstanding, und certauly po need of any
mirdculous inspiration to bit upon the same
numes, In short euch institution ocominstes
one momber of the Bourd and accepts the othor
five individaally from the other institutions.
Commanications botwsen the Ragistrar or Sce-
retaries of the Iuatitutiona wull inform sll of
ibe nominations, and what will follow will bo
the formal recognitivn by cach ipstitution of
the six nominees, There i3 no informanhty of
method in this, I think Cauon Von lfftsnd in
pointing out that no provision is made for the

election of & succersor to the Bishop, wko is
Chairman of the Board, has bit & defect in the
Canon.  But could not this be met by the nom-
ingtion to tr o Chairmanship of the Blshop of a
certain Diocese without mentioning his name ?
Thus the snccessor in the See would be chair-
man ; if this is not poesible, every Board left
accidentally without & ¢hairman can certainly
clect & temporary chairman, as indeed wus done
in the cure of our own Cummittes upon the
death of Bishop Binney.

I cunnot agroe that the word “ also.” in No
3. i3 at all abauwrd; Na. 2 does vot * relate
s0loly to the appointmont of a chairman ”; it
reads thus: ** And the House of Bisnops shall
8t cach wewsion of the Provinciul Synod uppoint
one of their numbor who shall be Chairman of
the Board. 1 coutend the lust words in 1talics
express the firgt objsct for which Lho Birboyp is
appointed ; Bnd the “ also ™" goes on to connoct
this with his second doty, that of “reporting
to tbe Provincial Syand’”  Clauss 2 has to do
with the Bishop's work as Cbrirmsn in the
Bouwrd; cinuxe 3 has 10 do with his work us an
organof the Pruvipeial Synad ; a link in fact
betxcen the Brard and the Syoed.  Surely itis
oot nbanrd 10 conple theso two duiics by the
word “also,” Lu Section [11. reforring to Pect
Books, the clanse concerning the slternativs
toxs pooks, dues nos to my mind suzzar insta-
bility, but rather elasticity, which is often a
great olomont in stabitity. Tuo Brard of Bx-
aminors (perinps not unsnimoasly) approve of
a Text Book, one Colloga does not accept this;
the Board then nominates a seond Texi Book
—if any College does not acvept this, then the
Board bave the power of nominsting the sume
two as allernatives. or a tnird. All the nom-
inating of Text Books is done by the Boaad,

As regards Section Iif, clauses 5, 6 and 7
hsve reference to the ceutres of examinstion
and the suparvision of the exuminers, Sectivn
VI, which Cuvon Von Ifland appoars to have
overlooked, is as followa: * It shull be the duty
of the Bishop of the Diocese, in which any such
centro existy, 10 uppoint one or mure persons
for sach ceutro, to assist the Exuminer in dis-
tributing pupers und maintaining order dariag
the examination, One such assistant shall be
present throughout the whole time of such exam.
ination; whal is & representative uppuinited by
tho Bishop of tiie Diccese, and one who is not
un exswiner, The Principal of the College hay
also the right to be present, and may in fact be
the assintant, bat il he is su app noted it ie as
the Bisuop's repressataiive sad not ex officio.
This proviso ougbt 1o boa sufficient ganruntee
of i.upariiality snd fair pluy.

I muy add that the o}j:ctions madaby Canon
Von [ffiand 1o the praviieal unanimity 1o ravor
ot the Cavon o the Lywer House upply equally
1o the Upper House. The strong srgnmeat for
accepting the Cunon en bloc wuy the winnimity
of the Commitive i tho Culloges, and of the
Houxe of Bishops.
