The
hietory of Ireland had been one of perlodi-
cal distress, famine, eviction and emigration,
gnd no less than two millions and three-
quarters of people had emigrated. He denied
that Ireland was overcrowded. Its popula-
tion was only 161 to the square mlle as com-
pared with 180 in France, 226 in Italy, 421
in Belgium, 718 in Flanders, 442 in England
aud Wales, snd 333 -in Great Britain. A
great proportion of the fertile lands of Ire-
land was not under cultivation, and its na-
taral resources were great. Ifs population
were singuisrly frce from crime of the ordi-
nary kind, and had always shown its indos-
try, ability and capacity to rice and take its

place In the worid. To what, thep, was due

A Brilhhant Lecture by Mr. (. J.
Doherty to the Montreal
Land League.

Tho Hall of she Young lrlshmen’s Litarazy
and Benefit Association was woll filled Iast
ovening on the ocoasion of the leoture de-
livered by the vloquent young orator , Mr, Q.
J. Doherty, President of the Montreal Branck
ofthe Irish Natiousl Land League. On the
platform were the Presidents of the diffovent
Irisk Natlonal Hocletiss, and at about @
quarter past elght o’clock tho lectarer made -
bis appearance on the stage and was greeted
with much warmth. Iisaddress, which was
listoned to with wrapt sttention ond evidemt
pleasure, occupied about an hour and a
quarter, ond was frequently interrupted by
domonslrations of approval. He sald: —
