He also
pointed out the many unfavorable restrictiona
which the support of the National Policy entail-
ed upon the farming nterests, and carefully snd
st great length discussed the proposed rem:dy.
He concluded the quest on of commercial Union
in all its bearicgs, but more particularly as
affecting the interests of the agricultural class,
and expressed belif that that messure would
relicve them fiom many of the burdens which
th= support of the present policy entailed upon
them,

Mr. R. E. Fontaine, Warden of the County
of St. Hyacinthe, next spoke in Freneh, follow-
ing closely the same line of argument, referring
to the almost unlimited market for sgrienitural
produce which the adoption of the policy of
commercinl union would open out.

Dr. Fontaine, also ia fiench, followed out
the sam~ line of argument, insisting that though
some manufacturers might be injured in the
outset, that, t:kiogall in all, the cheaper living,
the healthier working climate, and the cheap
and abundant labor of Canada would enable
them to hold their own, and n.ore, to increase
their trace

Mr. R. Johneon was sati-fied that the advan.
tages -f the proposed change would more than
outwtigh the trifling incunveniences that might
be expected at first, and strongly recommended
the farmers of the township to support the
measure,

Mr. H. M. Rider, of Stansted, spoke strongzly
in favor of the projected new departure, averr-
ing that the agricultural interests wouid
be preatly benefit'ed avd the popul .trn
and resmress ot the Dominion correspondingly
increased, .

Mr. Michael Anger also pressed the ¢ nx et
the farming interest for some conside « i .. i
the adjustment of the burders of pulitical ex’s-
tence. At present, he s1id, the manufacturers
had protection cirried to its highest point, but
that had failed to build up and populate the
Dominion. .

The spe ches were all gnnd, and were lis*eced
to intently by the intelligent farmers pres-nt,
who seemed to be as unanimous as are speakers
in favor of cominercial union. 1t is likely that
other mertings wili follow, but nonecan be more
succesaful, despite the adverse weather.

Aloog
thesidewalk were rcattercd a number uf vhe dead
wan's private papers. The pockets of his
vants were turned inside out, and had been
robbed of their contents, con-istivg of
monty, a gold watch and chain and
other articles. A valuable ring, bowever,
was left on one of his fingers, Smith identified
the body us that of Priestman, and after pro-
curing assistance, had it conveyed to his late
revidence, where the scene was touching, de-
ceased e wife and three daughters being frantic
with grief. Priestman lett home about 9.30
Inst night to see some gentleman on a business
matter, expecting to reach home in an hour,
That was the last  time the family
saw him alive, Friestman was about 43
years of age and was in comfortable
circumstances. He cama from Welland to
Toronto about a year ngo and starsed an cffice
in Manning’s Arcade. It is believed he had a
good sum of money in his possersion Iast night.
Coroner Lynd thinks it is a case of suicide, and
explaina the rifling of pockets by the theory that
some tramp came along and finding the body
lying on the sidewalk helped himself to the con-
tents. This suicide idea, however, is not gener-
ally believed, and it ix locked upon as w clear
c:'n.-elv :’;f murder. An inquest will be held to-
night,

A WIFE MURDERER CAPTURED

AFTER MANY DAYS BY WINDSOR'S CHIEF OF

Late in the afternoon
Chief Barnes, nccompamed by a police oflicer,
visited Dougall Block, and while the latter kept
watch on the window the former rapped on the
door and demanded admission. His request was
cumnplied with, and & moment later Myers wan
in the clutches of the law. 'The prisoner oifered
no resistance, quietly submitting to the manacles
which were placed upon him and taken to tho
pulice station, where ‘m will be hald to await ex-
tradition. Tho authorities at Jackson woere
notitied of hiscapture, After being locked up
Myers made @ clean breast of his erime to Chief
Barnes, and gave a detailed account of his wan-
derings since Fobruary 11th, on the evenmg of
which dute he fired the shot which resulted
fatally to his young wife. 1t is probable that
Myers will consent to ratum to Jackson withou
the formality of extradition, as he is cumpletely
broken down in health,

SALVATIONISTS STONED.

A GANG OF ROWDIES ATTACK THEARMY IN QUERKC
—MONTREAL DELRGATES INJURED,

Quepke, Aupg. 25.—One of the wost brutal
and uncslled for attacks on the Salvation Army
took place here to-might. The members resident
in this city and a Inrge number of vutside mem-
bera arrived here yesterday, for the purposs of
taking part in their fifth anoual jubilee. They
came from Halifax, St. John, N.B., the Eastern
Townghips, Montrenl, Ottawn, Toronto and other
pinces West, probably 150 delegates in all. Laat
evening, in the usual wng, they paraded through
the streets headed by u brass band, and did not
interfere with any ome. A few ill-disposed
rutfinns, who probably detested religious wor-
ship in any form, threw a fow large rocka
ab the procession, slightly injuring passers by as
well as the members of the army. No particu-
lar notice was taken of this, and the cowards
desisted, only to renew the attack to-night with
reinforcements. The procemion had just
reached Place d’Armes square when a well-
known QQuebec bully, backed by three er four
bundred similar cowards, rushed on the unpro-
tected Salvationists, and poured a general fusil-
ade of rocks at them, with an oceasional thump of
astick, They did nat etop in their murderous
assault even when men and women, one after
the other, fell on the gronnd maimed. ' In fact,
it meemed to increase their fury, and if any
sympathizer went to the aasistance of thein-
uregaones they were given a stormy reception,

y the greatest efforts the wounded were
resoued and taken to the barracks. 1lu the
meantime the mob followed up the army and
hid behind a fence, which encircles the Jemit
grounds, opposite.to the Basilica. Here thoy
opened fire again, and cansed a general atam-
pede amongst the army, who were taken
at fearful odds, A young Ilady - who
was passing Simon & Foulds’ dry goods
atore, on Fabrique street, during this attack
escaped death by a hair's breadth, A rook
weighing about two pounds struck her hat,

lanced off and smashed a 3100 pane of glase.
i‘urther down the street a lady member of the
army was struck on the back of the neck with a
huge stick by a burly ruffian. The young girl
ran as fast as she could into a store on Fabrique
street for protection, but was rudely ejected and
again attacked. The army were making as fast
time as possible and reached the barracks, where
it was }c);t)md that some fifteen or more were
seriously -injured. Color-Sergeant Morrit, of
Quebeo, was hit on the temple and is suffering
from concussion of the brain, He is n-.w
delirious, and the doctor cannot pronounce in
his case. Adjutant Van Allan, of Montreal, and
McHardy, of Ottawa, have split hends; Bate-
man, Gardener and Young, of Montresal, are in-
jured on the face, head and body ; Miss Lioyd,
a captaiu, of Waterloo, was kicked in the ribs
and is almost prostrated, Commissioner
Coombes was 8et upon by a number of the mab,
and would undoubtedly have been killed but for
the timely assistance of & man named Low, who

mixed up with the row and changed hata with’

the commissioner. Commissioner Coombes
states that he demanded police protection for
to-night, after being assnulted iast night, and
‘was awarded four men, who only arrived in the
usnal way after the storm wus over. _Dr. Gale,
who ia ir attendance, has refused to allow seve-
ral of the injured onea to be removed to-night.
There Is great indignation felt over this outrage
of civil righta. The ringleader was fully recog-
nized by several persons and, it is said, will be
arreasted.
