The old organ gallery is being turned
into & general gailery for the congrega-
tion, while above it again is another
gallery in course of construction, which
will be occupicd by the new organ now
being built and the choir. The stainald
glass windows in rear of the high altar
are now being painted in Vienna, while
all the windows in the church will be in
harmony with these perfeet worka of art.

Two new white marble altars will also
be in position at the reopening of the
church, which, although only indetinitely
stated as being in the month of October,
will be attended with magnificent and
imposing ceremonics.

The total cost of the impravements
will be in the vicinity of $40,000, the
church improvements costing alonesome
