Thore wus
no service for the paor steerage paas-
enrers, and the Catholies in first and
second cabin had togo without Mags,
although we had priests ready to cel-
ebrate if permitted. It scems  the
company’s law is against any service
butl the Church of Ingland. ITavipe
been away from Jreland  for many
yoars, T had imugined the Penal
Laws were things of the past.
