DEAR SIR WILLIAM MuLOcx,-I havo the honour to acknowledge receipt of your

lettor of tho 2nd instant. The telephono companies doing business in the county of
Arthabaska are: (1) the Boil Telephone Company, (2) the Godbout Tclephone, (3)
the Fournier Telophone, (4) the Bélanger Telephone, (5) the Provencher Tolephone.

The Bell Company gives night and day, also week day and Sunday service on its

-circuit. Wo pay $15 for a 'phone in Arthabaska with priviloge of telephony in the
towns of Arthabaska and Victoriaville without extra charge, but for telephony to

adjoining places we psy 15 cents for a three-minute message.- We pay -50 cents for
a message to Montreal and one-haif this rate if calîs are made after six o'clook ini

the ovening.
The four other companies, mentioned above, have their circuit exchanges among

them, and by paying $15 per year for a Godbout 'phono we obtain connection with

the other companies, and wo have no extra charge to pay for service te ail places on
their system.

But we are unable to speak to Montreal and Quebec. They are simply local lines

-and owing to the current bcing turned or at night for light it is somewhat difficult
te roceive a message and be heard.
