They ought to look
at the Bill in the light of future and not in the
light of the present irritating circumstances,
and he should support it.

Mr. Young said the question should be con-
sidered with moderation, but the issues were
too important if the future of the Dominion
was so deeply involved, that it would be crimi-
nal to remain silent. He was not astonished at
the feeling in Ontario, for the people not only
felt that the country had been humiliated by
the insurrection, and that a loyal Canadian had
