
After the Clerk had read the title of this Bill,
To this Bill the Royal Assent was pronounced by the Clerk of the Senate 

in the following words :—
In His Majesty’s name, the Honourable the Deputy Governor General 

than s His Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.”

After which the Honourable the Deputy Governor General was pleased
to retire.

The Commons withdrew.

The Senate was resumed.

The Senate adjourned until Tuesday, the fifth day of May, next, at 8.15 
o’clock in the evening—Daylight Saving time,
