- the nbove statement and adds that
Archbishop Kaw occupied the throne
in the Cathedral at tho late Mass last
Sunday and gave the Papal blesaing
in lns own name as Archbishop of St.
Louis ; that the actica taken by the
authorites in Rome gives general sa-
tisfaction, and is regarded as i no
scose a reflection on Archbishop Ken-
rick, whose infirmities made the step
N Cessary.

The interests of the
Church 1o his diocese required his
parting with the rights, titles and
privileqes relating to the See which
be had long served with the most
efficient zeal and care. For the great
good he accomplished m the days of
lus heaith and vigor he deservos the
gratitude of the faithful throaghout
the States, and will be honored in our
history as ono of the Church’s great
prelates.

Born in Dablin on Angnst17, 1806,
when old enough to juadge for himself
as to what career he was to pursue he
chose to follow into the pniesthood his
elder brother, Most Rev. Francs
Patnick Kennck, Philadelphia’s third
Bishop and Baltimore's aisth Arca-
bishop, whom no less an authority
than Archbishop Ryan has declared
to ba tho greatest prelate that the
Church 1n America bhas yet seen.
Educated :n Maynooth and ordained
there in 1832, heaccopted his brother's
iuvitation to como to D[Liladelphia,
and having arrived here was, in April,
1844, appointed an assistant at St.
Mary s Church. He was bui seven |
and a half years in tins Jiocese when,
after having been Rector of the infant
Seminary, Pastor of St. Mary's, and
Vicar-General of the Diocess, he was

Sacceoding to the See on the death of
Lid JLidliwe joars laler, Lo was cie
valeu tw the raun of Archuisuop 1o )
1847, recaiving the palhum through
h:e brother in St. John's Church,
Philadelphia,fthe following yoar.
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His flold of labor wns a vast one,
tho dicsose ombracing tho Btates of
Missours, Arkanens, the Tarritories
now constituting the States of Kansas
and Nobraska, the Indinn Territory
and half tho Btate of Illinios. Yot bo
performed 1ts duttes alone until 1872,
when tho present Archbishiop of Phl-
adelplus was appownted his coadjutor;
oand from the promotion of tho latter
c'rolate, twelvo yours latez, ho again
ruled tho Seo alone until, but recently,
Lie received nn assistant 1o the person
of i who now succueds W tho utle
as wuit as tho adminustration o Jle
bee of dt. Lows,

Busy as he had beon on account of
tho extent of the territory over which
he ruled, he occasionally found time
to gsbare in tho literary work of the
Church, in which he had made a good
beginuing while thoe priest of the dio
cego of Philadelphia. Nor, during all
the long years of his rule, bad he
much internal trouble to contond with
In a time, too. of intense political
excitoment, in 1805, ho cliampioned
thie cause of constitutional and religious
liberty, and won a brilliant victory.
But thie timo was to come, nfortunate-
ly. for the mental powers to decay
beforo those of the body — tho great
admibistrator and profound soholar to
be eclipsed while the mortal man yet
remained in full view. Bautis i3 our
duty to dwell upon kis greatness and
the immense value of the service he
rendered to the State a3 well as to the
Church, and not upon the misfortune
that hes so sadly terminated thai
gorvice.

A Spanish Buall Fight,

The Spanish ball fight hasoften been
Jeseribed and severely criticised, but
that species of bull fght, which, while
it affurds pastime to the people, sub-
daes the noble animal to be a partzker
of the labur of the husbandman, is
Little ur not all known in this coantry.
The extensive forest lands, which,
reaching over a wide extent of conntry,
:s saffciently upen and grassy to afford
pasturc and food to imm:nse herds of
wild cattle, which roam slmost anmo-
lested among their shades~for in
stance, the great forest of the Alemtijo.
Iu tlus forest hundrsds of square miles
are occupied in growing timber, bat
within its bounds large open spaces
oxist, which serve for pasturages,
and occasionally a farm, a vineyard,
or an tlive grove, may be seen strag-
gling, as it wero, for existenco; but
these glimpses of culture are too few
and far between to offer any serious
chec to the increage and indeperdence
of the vast herds which roam aboat
undisturbed.

Some American friends of ours
received intimation that in this forest
of Alemtjo, one of the villages,
Alcoxete, was to be tho scene of a
boli fight, and many villages were
invited to take part or join in the
hunt the following day. When we
arrived we found avout 800 persons
assembled, many on foot and others
mounted on various sorts of qaad-
rupeds, from the noble Andalusian
horse to the hack donkey. All were
armed with a long pole, whish had a
spike at one end. We dinded into
two parties, one stretching in a long
line tc the right, tLe other to the left.
We soon met a herd of catile with
twelve bullsin it. As soon as they

A Deserved Memorial to Commendatoro
de Rasst.

The Manicipal Ouuncil of Rome has
decrcod that a marblo bust of tho late
Oommendatore Giovanni Battista Do
Rossi ghall bo raised .. tho Capitol
Palace, to transmit tho memory of this
great man to posterity. In annoonciog
this determination, the Marquis
Nobili Vitelleschi declared that Do
Rossi's namo said much more than he
couldsay. In thoillustraticn or inter-
r station of the monuments which
testify to the two great civilizations of
which Rome wans the cradle and the
centre, whether in regard to the pagan
or the Ohristian world perhaps he
was not in eny way inferior to any
of the grent ones who preceded him in
that field; but for the Obristian he
was asuredly the rostorer of the me-
thod of studying and co-ordinating it
for the uss cf bistory, eo that he may
really be considered as the restorer of
Obristian  Arcbmalogy. Aud hy this
titlo as Ohristian civilization 18 still
vigorous and is ours, 8o it may bo said
that Do Roasi is the author of the
science which geeks out and enlightens
the origine of modern civizstion, inas-
muck as being grafted upon the ancient
it is constituted in tdis Rome, in a
practical, orderly form. and bas order
ed fature societies which huve lived by
it and which etill live. Like all men
who leave trace of their passage in the
world, he has responded in doing this
to a want of histime And wher the
reseazchiug epirit of the tims sought
to discover thece origins. wherein were
envolved the sanctity and reverenco of
the religious sentiment, end wished a
historical account of them, he, a Ro-
man, has presentod to tho scientifc
world tho honors of theso srchives of
the history of the world, which torn
down and overwhelmed by the vicissi
tudes and the catastrophes to which it
was subjectod, 1ay confosed in the soil
of this Rome. He taugkt the modoin
which thoy were to bo read, and his
teachings will bo not loet. Soch were
some of tho merits of this great light of
Christisn civilization, this scholar in
an sge when scholarship is at discount,
this Qbristian gentlemsn in Rome,
whero to bo an adberent of tho Popa
is tv bo an caomy of ths government,
—this De Rossi now to be honored in
the capitol.—Pilot.
