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enemy to yourfelf. I will endeavour to ob*-

ferve that rerpe(a: which is due to you as a

gentleman ; and misfortune, which renders

you facred in my mind, gives you a claim to

tendernefs, as an unfuccelsful man. . .
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As it is your conduct fince your arrival

from America that will become the fubjedt of

this addrefs, and is in fa£t the fubjed: of your

addrefs to your conftituents, it would be fo-

reign to the prefent purpofe to enter into a

difcuflion of your conduct during yo ir com-

mand there. Without giving any opinion

upon your military judgment, permit me,

however, to pay that tribute which I con-

ceive to be juftly due to you. You manifefted

the grcateft zeal for the caufe of your country
;

the moll unwearied affiduity in promoting her

fervice ; the moll determined bravery in fight-

ing her battles. While you became an ex-

ample to your army which challenged their

refpcd, you won their affedion by iharing

every difficulty and danger in common with

the troops. Thefe are the unanimous fenti-

ments of thofe who ferved under you ; and
