B McCurdy, parliamentary . sec-
retary of the department of militia
and defense, on Jan. 31 last. “My
health. was never better than it has
been this winter,” says Sir Artbur,‘v
who makes some interesting observa- .
tionis on the operations of the Can-:
adian troops.

“I am very glad to he able to tell
you,” he writes, “that everything is |
going very well with us at the pres-
ent time. We "ook back on the year
1917 with a great deal of pride, feel-
ing quite sure that in that period the'!
Canadians corps more than did its |
share in helping to win the war. T|
hope that some one will take it upon
them=elves to write the story of that
yvear's campaign. It seemed like one
continuous  battle, and one continu- |
ous series of successes,, What is an
interesting thing to me, and a Zact
which-I am sure would scarcely be
helieved by the multitude; is = that
during 1917 the battle easualties were
less than during 1916. When I make
this remark I am not taking the
fourth division into,consideration, be-
cause it was not present during all
of 1916, According to what one hears
from time to time there seems to be
quite a lot of talk about the casu-
alties during last year.”

Sir Arthur Currie alludes in this
connection to the fighting at Hill-70,
and the _impression which some
people in Canada have formed that
the casualties suffered there were the
hedviest that the corps had suffered
in any engagement, and says: “That
was a most ridiculously untrue state-
ment and from the standpoint. of |
comparison of our casualties wlthg‘
those we inflicted on the Germans, |
was one of the most, if not the most, |
successful operations we have ever
carried out.”

Fighting at Passchendaele. 1

With reference to the fighting in |
October and November of 1917, he |
ways: ‘“We all know that the casu-'!
alties were heavy -at Passchendaele, |
Before the battle wtarted, I stated to |
the higher autliorities just what I
thought the operations would cost,
and I was within 200 of what theyl
actually did cost. We have never |
fought under worse conditions.”

All previous attempts to take the
Passchendaele Ridge had failed, the
seneral observes; the position had to
he taken, or much of the season’s
tighting .in that area would have
counted for naught. ‘“The corps was
taken there for the especial purpose
of making wure that the ridge was
talken before the winter set in.

“We carried out our .program to |
the letter,” Sir Arthur Currie says,
in concluding this part of his letter,
“and that we were entirely success-
ful testifies in the highest possible
manner to the training, the discipline
and the leadership of the officers of |
the corps.”

In closing his letter he says: “We|
are all very proud of, and have been
ingpired by, the message Canada sent
to us on Dec. 17. We are more than
ever proud of our homeland, and |
more than ever determined to hold
her honor sacred.”
